BACKGROUND


INFORMATION:	The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (The Recovery Act) was signed into law by President Obama on February 17, 2009.  It is intended to preserve and create jobs, promote the nation’s economic recovery, and assist those most impacted by the recession.  The Recovery Act provides the public workforce system with unprecedented levels of funding for a number of training programs to help Americans acquire new skills and get back to work.





The State is awarding local Workforce Investment Areas a supplemental allocation of Program Year 2008 Recovery Act funds. These funds will be issued under a new grant agreement, and must be reported separately.  In keeping with TEGL 14-08, these funds may be used to create summer employment opportunities for youth, or for a year round youth program. These allocations are available for expenditure through 6/30/2011.
