This action was recommended to the Commissioner of Labor and Industry by the Maryland  Occupational Safety and Health Advisory Board pursuant to meeting held on May 3, 2006, notice of which was given in accordance with State Government Article, §10-506(c), Annotated Code of Maryland.
