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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE
Continuing Professional Competency Regulations

Ms. Edwards provided the Board with the full text of the most current Continuing Competency Regulations. She informed them the regulations have been published in the Maryland Register and are effective as of August 19, 2013. 
Request for Emeritus Status

The Board received an application and request for the Emeritus Status. Maryland is the applicant's home state and he has been licensed here for approximately 23 1/2 years.

After a brief discussion, the Board decided that the law states on the applicant must have been licensed for 25 years in order to qualify for an emeritus status architects license.
NCARB

Canadian Mutual Recognition Agreement 

The Board received a letter from Blakely Dunn, President, NCARB, transmitting a new Mutual Recognition between the Canadian Architectural Licensing Authorities (CALA) and NCARB. The agreement was signed by both parties immediately prior to the 2013 Annual Meeting.


Mr. Dunn notes that Implementation of the new agreement is contingent on more than half of all NCARB Member Boards and more than half of all Canadian Architectural Licensing Authorities signing it by December 31, 2013.  


Paul Edmeades led the discussion regarding the Agreement.  He pointed out that Maryland was one of only three jurisdictions that voted against the agreement at the Annual Meeting.


Maryland had several issues with the agreement. Canada has changed its educational process and no longer uses the A.R.E. exam.  Their exam concentrates on practice and eliminates technical areas.  There is concern that the U.S. will move toward this also.
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Another area of concern is the apparent inequity in the reciprocity process.  U.S. licensed architects are currently required to have 5600 hours to complete IDP.  The Canadian training program requires 3500.  In order for either a U.S. architect or a Canadian architect to reciprocate to the other country, they would need to attest to possessing at least 2,000 additional hours of post-license experience.  This in essence would be requiring U.S. architects to have 7,600 hours of training and Canadian architects to have 5,500 hours.  Therefore, the Board feels the agreement is inequitable to U.S. architects and stands by its decision of non-support of the Agreement.


Ms. Edwards stated that Michael Armstrong, Chief Executive Officer of NCARB, and staff members will be present at the October Board meeting.  The Board decided to discuss the Agreement with NCARB representatives at the next meeting.
