Final Action of Regulation 09.12.01 


The proposed amendments to the Intern Development Program (IDP) regulations were published in the January 15, 2005 issue of the Maryland Register. No comments were received.

Motion (III) was made by Ms. Cho, seconded by Mr. Prescott and unanimously carried by the Board to adopt the proposed amendments to the IDP regulations changing the Intern Development Program (IDP) requirement from June 1,1990 to July 1, 1996.
OLD BUSINESS

Corkill Response

Chairman Parker said he discussed Mr. John Corkill’s letter requesting the review of an opinion from the Overlapping TaskForce with the Joint Design Chairs Group at its January meeting. As a result, he has drafted a response, based on input from the Joint Chairs and board’s counsel that emphasizes that the review panel rendered only an advisory opinion, thus no appeal is warranted. The letter also emphasizes that the final decision resides with the permit office. Following discussion, the Board concurred with the contents of the letter and asked the Chairman to send it to Mr. Corkill. 

NEW BUSINESS

Response to AIA-MD

Chairman Parker said the Joint Design Chairs Group also considered the letter he received from Catherine P. Cherry, president of AIA-MD. As a result, he drafted a response based on input from the Joint Chairs and board’s counsel, which he reviewed with the Board. The Board concurred with the contents of the letter and asked Mr. Parker to send it to Ms. Cherry.

LEGISLATION

House Bill 504


AIA-MD has submitted this bill to effect changes in the 

continuing education law. HB 504 would:
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-Allow  24 credits to be earned bi-annually, rather than 12 per annum; and


-Allow the submission of evidence of completion of courses, rather than submittal of actual transcripts. 


The Board supports HB 504 and Deputy Commissioner Harry Loleas will testify on behalf of the Department.

House Bill 1221

It was brought to the Board’s attention that HB 1221 was introduced but has not yet been scheduled for a hearing.  HB 1221 is based almost entirely on the language of HB 38 introduced and defeated last year, even though it does provide for a mechanism for the originating architect to modify the documents.

The Board is opposed to this bill for several reasons.

1. There is a serious public safety issue involved. 

2. State law requires that a licensed architect and/or a licensed firm must conduct the sale of architectural services, including plans. 

3. Unless the school district intends to obtain an architectural firm permits, these actions could be construed as unlicensed practice.

4. State contracts place the liability of a building project with the architect for 10 years after completion. If the original architect’s plans were procured, altered and adapted by another individual, he/she would be liable for a project over which he/she had no involvement.

It was the Board’s consensus that the proponents of this proposed legislation believe that it would reduce the cost of school construction when, in reality, any changes required to the plans would actually increase costs.

After further discussion, motion (IV) as made by Mr. Ratcliffe, seconded by Mr. Prescott and unanimously carried by the Board to oppose House Bill 1221, and ask the Department for assistance in defeating it. 


A.R.E. Overview Presentation


Mr. Prescott presented a power point presentation produced by the National Council for Architectural Registration Boards (NCARB) Examination Committee. The presentation gave a thorough description of the development, administration and delivery of the national examination for architects. It was very informative and the Board thanked Mr. Prescott for bringing this to their attention.
