Fishing

Stephen Parker opened a discussion regarding "fishing" clients in Maryland by an out-of-state (not yet licensed) architect. Fishing is broadly defined as soliciting potential jobs without being licensed in the state. Mr. Parker says he thinks Maryland law prohibits the practice. Ms. Trust confirmed that submitting proposals is the practice of architecture as stated in 

Section 3-601, "Except as otherwise provided in this title, a person may not practice, attempt to practice, or offer to practice architecture in the State unless licensed by the Board. Practice shall include proposals, solicitations, offers or any form of technical submissions."

Mr. Parker said that Maryland government agencies require bidders to include Maryland license numbers when submitting proposals. It was suggested that this would make a good article for the next newsletter.

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AIA Initiative


It was brought to the attention of the Board that the AIA representative, John Corkill has been seemingly undermining the Board. In a recent article Mr. Corkill wrote for the AIA, he suggested that the Board is attempting to put through legislation related to the Continuing Education requirements for Maryland architects without input from the AIA. The article implied that the Board is conducting "secret meetings" in order to avoid resistance from the AIA. In fact, the legislation proposed by the Board will allow the Board to more easily adopt the current initiative by NCARB and the AIA to standardize CE requirements in all jurisdictions. 

The Board is discussing amendments to the regulations that will align the CEU requirements to that which NCARB is proposing, and will most likely be instituted.

In conclusion, the Board decided to contact the senior officers of the AIA as well as Maryland Building Council for a face to face meeting to disseminate the correct information and gain industry support. Selected members will attend the meeting and a request that Mr. Corkill not be present will be set forth.
