CALL TO ORDER:

Michael Berg, Chairman, called the business meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:05 a.m.

MINUTES
The minutes of the Business Meeting held August 27, 2013, were reviewed.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Welborne, seconded by Mr. Wilson and unanimously carried to approve the minutes as written.   Motion (II) was made by Mr. Wilson, seconded by Mr. Welborne and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the Executive Session as presented.
COMPLAINTS:
No complaints reported.
OLD BUSINESS:  Task Force  
Mr. Welborne advised the members of discussions at the Task Force Meeting related to potential legislation pertaining to the five counties in Maryland that issue journeyman licenses, the grandfather process, whether a local jurisdiction could administer regulatory violations, and issues related to local and State licenses.
Director Papavasiliou discussed with the members the enforcement of the State license requirement and potential disciplinary actions.  
Counsel shared with Board information related to the licensing and authority of entry level or apprentice and journeyman license requirements and authority of other mechanical boards. 
The members discussed other boards’ apprentice license, helpers, on-the-job training and journeyman licenses and continuing education (CE) requirements.  The Task Force is expected to recommend a code update as part of the CE.
TASK FORCE MEETING:
The next scheduled Task Force meeting will be held on October 3, 2013. 
NEW BUSINESS:  Muelec Meeting
The members discussed the letter dated September 19, 2013 from MUELEC regarding the journeyman electricians, examination, questions, pass rate and the apprentice program including classroom training, as well as in the field training.   Mr. Papavasiliou suggested that this Board invite MUELEC representatives to the next scheduled October 2013 meeting.

Correspondence:
The Board received correspondence from an individual inquiring about CE certified training program requirements and who submitted applications to several counties in Maryland for approval.  The Board is requesting information regarding the course syllabus and proposed hours, instructor qualifications, course material, schedule & location, sample of certificate completion, identity and attendance verification process, cost and any positive feedback for the Board’s review.
