CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman, Thomas Henderson called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m. and welcomed back JoAnn Hixon, who has been out due to illness. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion (l) was made by Mr. Graham and seconded by Mr. Wronka to approve the Minutes of the 

November 20, 2001 meeting without corrections.  This motion passed by a unanimous vote.     

OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Kazlo discussed with the Board the invitation for bid for a testing vendor, which is expected to be released in late spring, and the importance of upgrading the test bank of questions. He advised the Board that the test bank of questions needs to be upgraded to reflect today’s technology.

NEW BUSINESS:

Prior to the Board Meeting, the Board Members were mailed a copy of House Bill 488. Mr. Kazlo & Counsel, Sloane Fried Kinstler discussed with the Board, House Bill 488 and advised them of the possibility that the Bill may be opposed. 

Counsel advised the Board that this Bill as written, would abolish and re-establish the Board as the State Board of Stationary Engineers and would require statewide licensure. The Baltimore City School System is currently using City workers to maintain their boilers, and with the time frame in House Bill 488, they are concerned they will not be in compliance due to revenue, and they will oppose the Bill as currently proposed. Counsel asked the Board to review House Bill 488 with the amendments she had prepared. Upon review of the amendments, she requested that the Board express their concerns, ideas and opinions for further review, should the Bill be defeated but State licensing of stationary engineers be considered in the future. 

Mr. Kazlo reviewed with the Board the statistical summary information from PSI, the testing vendor on the examination updates of total examinations, passers and failures for November, December and January. 

Mr. Kazlo expressed his appreciation to Mr. Graham for his dedication and commitment to the Board. Mr. Graham has always made himself available to review the examination applications during the months that a quorum was unavailable.
