CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman, Thomas Henderson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion (l) was made by Mr. Restivo and seconded by Mr. Graham to approve the Minutes of the 

May 20, 2003 meeting without corrections.  This motion passed by a unanimous vote.     

OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Sliwka discussed with the Board the intent of the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation to prepare a report to the Legislature on possible legislation that would require statewide licensing, in accordance with the suggestions of the legislative analysts who conducted the sunset review of the Board.  Mr. Sliwka suggests the best approach may be to apply the bill to large places of assembly, such as hospitals, schools and nursing homes. 

Harry Loleas, Deputy Commissioner of Occupational and Professional Licensing, introduced himself to the Board. Mr. Loleas represents the Department on Regulatory and Legislative matters.  Mr. Loleas informed the Board that, throughout the years, recommendations has been made to abolish the State Board of Examining Engineers or to move forward with statewide licensing. To date, Legislation has stayed the same and the statue is out-of-date. The Board is in dire need to be regulated in a way that reflects modern times.  Mr. Loleas advised the Board that opposition to this kind of effort in the past has come from the county and local governments and the local school systems.

Sloane Fried Kinstler, Assistant Attorney General informed the Board that a special meeting would be held to discuss how to proceed with creating a bill for the next legislative session for statewide licensing.  This information will be included in the report that the Department will submit to the Legislature and may result in a draft bill for statewide licensing.  If a discussion can include representatives and input from local government and schools, perhaps a bill can ultimately be drafted that will not be met with crippling opposition.  The early meetings will be held to determine the scope of regulation and potential exemptions.  A representative for the Maryland State School System will be present to discuss what the oppositions of the Baltimore City School System are in particular.  Counsel advised the Board that she would discuss the outcome of the special meeting with the Board at the next business meeting.  

Mr. Loleas recommended the presence of at least one industry board member to provide input on the technical concept and structural issues at the meeting.  Mr. Gregory Restivo will attend the meeting to represent the Board. 

NEW BUSINESS:

The Board reviewed correspondence from a licensee inquiring if a law exists that requires turnover time between shifts to exchange information. Upon review of the correspondence, the Board stated that it was not a law but considered it as a safety issue and concluded it as the policy of the employer. 

The Board reviewed correspondence from a licensee inquiring if a 1st grade engineer’s license allows an engineer to replace natural gas lines and work on mechanical equipment throughout the building, the Boards response was that a stationary engineer should concentrate on the central plant operations. Throughout the building if there is a need for plumbing, heating, ventilation and air-conditioning work, etc. such work is required to be done by an individual holding such license.
