CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Norris called the regularly scheduled Board of Stationary Engineer’s business meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

WELCOME TO NEW BOARD MEMBER


Mr. Norris introduced and welcomed Brian Wodka, the new member of the State Board of Stationary Engineers.   
MINUTES
Motion (I) was made by Mr. Restivo, seconded by Mr. Wodka and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the September 2011 business meeting as written.  There were no findings in the Executive Session.  The Board also reviewed and approved the corrections to the minutes of the August 2011, business meeting.  
COMPLAINTS
The Committee reported that there are no new complaints.  Mr. Smitson reported that he received an inquiry from an employer regarding the licensing status of an individual who is employed as a stationary engineer.  Mr. Smitson reported to the employer that the individual did not hold a license issued by this Board.   
APPRENTICESHIP
The Board discussed an apprentice program and available education for individuals who wish to obtain a stationary engineer’s license.  Counsel Kinstler explained that the Maryland Apprenticeship & Training Program does not have currently offer a program for stationary engineers.  Ms. Kinstler also advised that the State Board of Heating, Ventilation Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors and the Board of Plumbing will allow individuals to obtain a license after proof of completion of an apprenticeship program.

Mr. Restivo stated that Baltimore City established an apprentice program for stationary engineers in 1982, which is still operating.  Mr. Smitson agreed to seek additional information about the City’s training program.

Mr. Norris reviewed with members the cumulative exam statistics for the 5 years.  PSI Exams also provided a summary of the exam content by sequential and emergency operation of equipment.  
In response to a previous inquiry from the Board, PSI currently offers a volunteer survey to at the end of each exam.   The board may submit additional questions regarding which, if any courses, candidates have taken to prepare for the exam and which study materials they are using, which PSI will add to the survey.  
EXAMINATION APPLICATION PACKET
The Board discussed the PSI examination application packet and will discuss at the November meeting any changes to the application.   Mr. Smitson will contact PSI regarding any changes to the exam packet.  The Board has stated that the Boiler Operators Guide 4th Edition is the primary reference material for the stationary engineer’s examination.  
EXECUTIVE SESSION
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Restivo, seconded by Mr. Wodka and unanimously carried by the Board to enter into Executive Session at 11:00 a.m., in the 3rd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland  21202-3651. This meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to Section 10-508 (a) (8) of the State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland.  The purpose of the session was to consult with Counsel concerning material pertaining to licensure.  
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Restivo, seconded by Mr. Wodka and unanimously carried by the Board to accept the findings in the Executive Session.
