CALL TO ORDER

The Complaint Committee also took up an issue regarding HVACR code regulations and the use of HVACR Manual "J" calculations when replacing units.  The committee believes that the regulation has not been adequately publicized and is seeking additional ways to further publicize the regulation, the matter was requested to be taken up under new business.  That concluded the Complaint Committee’s report.  MOTION II was made by Mr. Landing, seconded by Mr. Eggers and unanimously carried to accept the report.

OLD BUSINESS

Proposed Legislation

"Firm Permit"

Executive Director, Charles Kazlo advised the Board as to the status of the legislative proposal that the members had made.  A proposed Bill had been drafted by Mr. Kazlo and counsel that would provide for a "firm permit".  This would provide for mandatory registration of companies, other than a sole proprietorship, that wish to provide HVACR services within Maryland.  The companies would be required to file for the permit and to disclose the names and license numbers of the master or master restricted HVACR licensee for the company.  The permit number and the master license number both would be required to be disclosed on advertisements, contracts and vehicles.  Mr. Kazlo indicated that as each company filed for their permit, they would be provided with an information packet advising them of the licensing requirements of all individuals that they may use to provide or assist in providing HVACR services.

NEW BUSINESS

HVACR report of current licensees - Mr. Kazlo provided each member with a current report reflecting the number of current licensees in each of the HVACR categories.  It was pointed out that the number of licensees is increasing with the end of year count possibly reaching 13,000 active licensees. 

Examination Statistics- The Statistical report of the pass and fails of licensees for the month of July was reviewed with the Board.

Manual "J" Discussion -Mr. Kazlo advised that the manual "J" regulation has been in effect since 1996.  The regulation had been reviewed at the HVACR inspector's seminar shortly after adoption.  The regulation is accessible through the Board's web site by going into the regulations.  In order to make the regulation more visible, Mr. Kazlo will seek to have the specific regulation highlighted in a short special notice within the web site.  He also requested suggestions from the members as to additional ways by which the regulation can be made more visible.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
Motion III was made by Mr. Vines, seconded by Mr. Eggers and unanimously carried that the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors go into Executive Session, at 9:40 a.m., 500 N. Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland 21202.  The meeting is permitted to be close pursuant to §10-508 (a)(7) if the State Government Title.  The purpose of the meeting was to consult with counsel to review and discuss confidential materials pertaining to applicants for licensure.  The Board reconvened into public session at 10:05 a.m.

CALL TO ORDER

The Executive Session of the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors into Executive Session, 500 N. Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland 21202 was called to order at 9:40 a.m. by Mr. McPherson.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss with counsel the eligibility of applicants and/or criminal convictions.

The dispositions of the matters are as follows:

Gerardo Portillo
Mr. Portillo is applying for an Original Apprentice license and his application was reviewed during the July Board meeting at which time the Board requested more information regarding his prior conviction for being in a stolen vehicle.  Mr. Portillo forwarded a letter in his own words describing the incident that occurred in 1995 and a letter from his probation and parole agent.  Per the letter from his parole and probation agent, the applicant is not currently on parole or probation, and that the incident that the applicant was involved was one of unlucky circumstance.  Mr. Portillo's probation agent verified that he completed probation and was in compliance with court order.

The Board approved applicant for an original apprentice license.

George Singleton

Mr. Singleton is applying for an Original Apprentice license and appears to be currently incarcerated in the Federal Prison system in the state of Virginia serving a forty-eight month sentence for possession with intent to distribute crack/cocaine.  The applicant has not provided a true test court docket to verify sentence received.  The Board is requesting more information to include a letter from his parole/probation agent (because of conflicting statements that the sentence is complete yet information indicating the applicant is still incarcerated), and a true test copy of court docket. 

The Board has tabled application until further information is received.

William Tuttle
Mr. Tuttle is applying for an Original Apprentice license and his application was reviewed and approved during the Plumbing Board July meeting and granted a plumbing license.  The applicant had a 1996 conviction for trespassing received 90-days sentence of which 86-days was suspended and applicant was placed on 3 years probation.  

The Board approved applicant for an original apprentice license.

Ann Myers
Ms. Myers is applying for an Original Apprentice license and was convicted May 26, 2001 on a forged check charge and received 12-months suspended sentence and placed on 2-years probation to en September 21, 2003.  The applicant's probation office forwarded a letter of good standing and remarks that the applicant is compliant with court order probation ordered. 

The Board approved applicant for an original apprentice license.

Thomas Leaman
Mr. Leaman is applying for an Original Apprentice license and reported that he had a felony on his application, that occurred when he was fifteen years old for smoking marijuana.  No other incident has occurred since then.

The Board approved applicant for an original apprentice license.

Mark Massoni
Mr. Massoni is applying for an Original Apprentice license and checked off yes on his application.  In 1991 was charged with a probation violation when stopped for going through a red light and a small amount of marijuana was found in his vehicle.   Mr. Massoni was unable to get court records of charges and court docket was not retrievable.

The Board approved applicant for an original apprentice license.

Alfred Mason
Mr. Mason is applying for an Original Apprentice license and was for second-degree assault in a domestic violence incident November 11, 2000.  According to a letter from his probation agent, Mr. Mason was placed on 18-months probation and ordered to attend marriage counseling for 3-months.  Probation ended May 2, 2002 successfully without incident.

The Board approved applicant for an original apprentice license.

Mr. Vines made a motion to move out of executive session and seconded by Mr. Eggers.  The meeting reconvened to public session at 10:05 a.m.
