CALL TO ORDER

Application Review Committee

It was reported by Mr. Rebechi that there were (3) applications submitted for master contractor; (1) one master application, which was approved for the full master exam; (1) one master application, pending for additional information; (1) one master application denied for master contractor exam but approved for journeyman examination.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Executive Director, Robin Bailey, reported that she is in the process of filling an open position for an Investigator and an offer was made. She also informed the Board that the most recently hired Administrative Officer 1 position was now vacant.

OLD BUSINESS
Previously, Ms. Bailey stated that the Department has requested that the Board create a subcommittee and revisit the three main topics previously discussed – using interpreters for testing, creating modular/stackable licenses, and developing a practical exam. She suggested that the Board consider allowing an interpreter during examination. Mr. Rebechi stated that, in the commercial industry, workers are well-versed enough to understand safety commands and directions, and there are bilingual forepersons and safety personnel, but that an individual may not be proficient enough in English to pass a license exam. Ms. Bailey added that in the different schools there are many different languages spoken. She also stated that there are boards such as the Boards of Barbers and Cosmetology that administer tests in different languages to accommodate the needs of the licensed population. Mr. Rebechi informed the Board that manufacturers’ literature can be found in every language and if a person knows the trade and wants to work legally, that language should not be a barrier. Ms. Kinstler confirmed that the International Mechanical Codes include a Spanish edition as well as other languages.

Mr. Rebechi asked what the standards in Virginia are, do they allow interpreters? Ms. Bailey stated should find out and report back in the next scheduled meeting.
In response to the previous inquiry regarding Virginia allowing interpreters to be used for examination and if Maryland’s use of an interpreter would affect the reciprocal process, Director, Robin Bailey reported that she reached out to the Virginia Board of HVACR Contractors as well as PSI and currently she is still waiting for an update on the inquiry.
Sloane Fried-Kinstler, Counsel for the Board, stated that generally once an examination is deemed equivalent it is accepted because we don’t look behind the exam. Mr. Johnson requested that Director Bailey follow-up and ensure that the use of interpreter would not affect the reciprocal process and report findings at the next scheduled Board meeting.
