PSI Journey Examination
Jack Lesho presented to the Board an examination challenge to some of the questions. Mr. McPherson, Chairman, asked that the Board’s examination review committee evaluate examination questions for all levels to determine if questions are ambiguous.




Counsel had reviewed the cooperative agreement offered by Harford County at the September meeting.  Counsel reminded the Board that she had compared the agreement with other cooperative agreements entered into by the Board and had concluded Harford County maintains that it will enforce the International Mechanical Code for 2003.   The Board will need to ask that this cooperative agreement be updated to indicate the 2006 code.  Counsel reminded the Board that the Agreement references an Addendum, though none is attached to the document.  Tabled until such time that Mr. Lesho contacts Harford County and determine their intentions regarding not requiring additional qualifications, examination or additional training/courses for licensure in order to obtain local license and certification

The applicant appealed the Board’s decision in Talbot County Circuit Court.  Counsel sought and a dismissal of the appeal, which was granted, with prejudice, in September 2007.
