CALL TO ORDER
Vice Chairman, Larry LeDoyen, called the Business Meeting of the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration (“HVACR”) Contractors (“Board”) to order at 9:30 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The members of the Board reviewed the minutes of the July 8, 2009 Board meeting and MOTION I was made by Mr. Gawne, seconded by Mr. Heidler, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes without corrections.
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
A printed report was not made available for this meeting. A Complaint report will be given at the October 14, 2009 meeting. 
APPLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT
Staff submitted an oral report of reviewed applications during the July 8, 2009 meeting.  A complete printed report and the total number of applications was made available for review.  The report given is as follows and may be amended:  The Application Review Committee reports that there are a total of 13 applications received for review, 9 original apprentice applications granted, 3 original apprentice applications referred for additional information, 1 original journey application referred for exam review. These are the total applications reviewed.
MOTION II was made by Mr. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Warner, and unanimously carried to approve the application review committee report without correction.

OLD BUSINESS
Steve Heidler, Board member, requested an explanation for the postponement of the presentation expected to be made by BGE and Honeywell.  Staff explained that the presentation was postponed by the Commissioner of Occupational and Professional Licensing due to scheduling conflicts.  Mr. Heidler is concerned that continued postponement for a long period of time could unnecessarily delay resolution of the matter.  Staff assured the Board that the presentation would be rescheduled promptly.
EXECUTIVE SESSION
Motion III was made by Mr. James Johnson, seconded by Mr. Robert Gawne, and unanimously carried that the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning, and Refrigeration Contractors go into Executive Session, at 9:50 a.m., 500 N. Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland 21202.  The meeting is permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, § 10-508 (a)(7).  The purpose of the meeting was to consult with counsel to review and discuss confidential materials pertaining to licensure and potential litigation.  The Board reconvened into public session at 10:00 a.m.

Motion V was made by Mr. Warner, seconded by Mr. Heidler, and unanimously carried that the Board accept decisions rendered in the Executive Session.

Motion V was made by Mr. Heidler, seconded by Mr. Johnson, and unanimously carried that Board staff send a letter to BGE and Honeywell representatives asking that installations at issue cease until such time as the Board can consider the presentation by BGE and Honeywell pertaining to related issues.
