NEW BUSINESS

PROPOSED REGULATIONS - FEE REGULATIONS


Motion (II) was made by Mr. Dunne and seconded by Mr. Lavelle and unanimously carried to increase the Fundmentals of Surveying examination fee to $225.00 and Principles of Practice to $260.00.  This fee increase is necessary due to transition to computer based testing.  


The Board also asked for Ms. Edwards to change the website and post a statement about the increased examination fees and that a testing service fee will no longer be charged for the Fundamentals Examination.  
REPORT ON MEETING ABOUT MAPPS


Per request of John Palatiello of Association of Photogrammetry, Mapping and Geospatial Firms ("MAPPS"), Mr. Orisich and Ms. Trust met on May 29, 2013, with the key members of the Maryland Chapter of MAPPS.  During the meeting Mr. Orisich apprised the MAPPS representatives of the latest initiatives that have been undertaken by the Board, and also confirmed that at the present time the issue of licensing of photogrammetrists is a part of the Board's long-term, rather than the short-term agenda.  Mr. Orisich also agreed to bring the Board's position for the official confirmation by the Board during the next Board meeting.

After much discussion on the number of re-takes a candidate should be permitted, the Board decided not to do anything to change the current procedure.  No further action is needed by the Board at this time.
