Motion (II) was made by Mr. Jensen, seconded by Mr. Lavelle and unanimously carried to approve the complaint committee’s report as given.

CORRESPONDENCE
The Board received an e-mail from Mr. Binseel regarding whether or not it is legal/ethical for an employee of a joint venture to perform surveying on behalf of another firm with that firm’s full authority and liability when no one from that firm is on site at the time.  The Board discussed this issue at great length and asked  Ms. Trust to respond to Mr. Binseel saying that the Board confirmed that in order for a professional land or property line surveyor to sign and seal surveying documents, such surveyor must be in responsible charge over the preparation of the documents and the surveying work reflected in them.  The Board asked Ms. Trust to refer him to the Code of Maryland Regulations 09.13.06.12 “Responsible Charge”, and to also remind him that the Board can not comment on the legality of the joint venture arrangements as it is not within the jurisdiction of this Board.  
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NEW BUSINESS


The Board was introduced to Janet Morgan the new outreach coordinator for the Division.  One topic discussed was the need to write an article in the “By Design” newsletter to make more land surveyors aware of the CPC worksheet.  Each licensed land surveyor should be completing this worksheet and keeping it in their records.  When licensees are audited by the Board they should send a copy of the worksheet and documentation of CPC credits.  
Ms. Evans told the Board that in talking to licensees on the phone, a lot of them are unaware of the CPC worksheet and that they should be filling it out and keeping it in their records.  John Jensen volunteered to put this form in a Word document which would allow the licensee to fill it in on line.


The Board was introduced to Gary Holland, Chief Operations Officer for the Department.  He told the Board he was new to the department and just wanted to come down and see how a board meeting functioned.
ANNE ARUNDEL COUNTY SEVERN RIVER WATERSHED HOUSE BILL 415


The Board discussed HB415, Anne Arundel County Severn Water Watershed issue, which failed to pass General Assembly.  Since this issue involves overlapping practice as it relates to professional land surveyors, professional engineers, and landscape architects Mr. Orisich has asked that it be brought to the attention of the Joint Chairs Board.  Ms. Trust will ask Ms. Edwards to make sure it is placed on the agenda for the next meeting of the Joint Chairs.

CPC REGULATIONS


The Board discussed the latest version of the amended CPC regulations and pending final suggested changes the Board intends to propose the revised regulations at the next meeting in June.
