B.   APPLICATION FOR BACKFLOW EDUCATIONAL COURSE PROVIDER 
The Board reviewed information from Mr. Carroll Matthews, from Integrated Cross Connection Partners, LLC for approval as a Backflow educational course provider.  Upon the Board’s review, the Board requested that the Board Secretary mail Mr. Matthews a Backflow Prevention Program, Course Provider Application to complete and return for Board review.  
C.  INTERNET UPDATE FOR BACKFLOW PROVIDERS AND INSTRUCTORS
The Board discussed updating the information provided on the internet by posting a current list of Backflow providers and instructors.

D.  UPDATE ON THE STATUS OF THE PLUMBING CODE
The Board requested an update on the adoption of the 2009 Plumbing Code.  Mr. Smitson informed the Board that the Code is still awaiting Departmental approval and that he will consult with Mr. Loleas, Deputy Commissioner regarding the status.
E. DISCUSSION REGARDING PROPANE CERTIFICATE HOLDERS NOW REQUIRING A GASFITTER’S LICENSE

At last month’s business meeting, Mr. Lenderking discussed with the Board the changing of the industry.  He explained that some jurisdictions are now changing from propane gas to natural gas; this would require those individuals who hold a propane license to require a gasfitter’s license.  He explained that in order for those individuals to meet the requirements for the examination, the Board may want to consider amending the requirements.  Mr. Lenderking submitted to the Board a draft of “qualification requirements” for those existing propane gas certificate holders for review.  Upon the Board’s review and further discussion, the Board members agreed to table this discussion until the August business meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  DISCUSSION REGARDING CONTINUING EDUCATION FOR INSPECTORS

Mr. Kastner informed the Board that he spoke with Tim Myers, Chief Plumbing Inspector, regarding the limited availability of locations offering continuing education for inspectors. He informed the Board that the Inspectors Association is willing to travel to other counties.  Mr. Radtka informed the Board that MPIA holds bi-monthly meetings in various locations. He stated that as long as someone from the State Board is present then it could be used for purposes of continuing education credits.  He informed the Board that he will be attending their next meeting.
