The Complaint Committee reviewed six applications for reinstatement of license and recommends reinstatement for five and offer consent order and fine for the other.  

NEW BUSINESS

Board's Position on Issues for Annual NCEES Meeting


The Board reviewed the motions that will come before the NCEES Annual Meeting on August 24-26, 2011. After discussion, the Board agreed that they do not endorse NCEES invalidating exams.  They felt that the ability to invalidate exam results should remain with the State Boards.  The Board agreed with the pricing of the exams, $325 for the PE exam and $250 for the FE exam.  Their fallback position on the exam fees is $350 for the PE exam and $200 for the FE exam.  The Board also felt that 

anonymous complaints be investigated at the Boards volition.
OLD BUSIN ESS

Update on Legislation 


Ms. Trust reported that both the Special Fund and Firm Permit bills are moving forward internally.

Update on New Structural Exam


The Board intends to offer the new structural exam in April 2012.  The exam fees and the Retired Status fee have been proposed and will be published in the Maryland Register on October 7, 2011.

Update on Software


Ms. Edwards reported that Commissioner Stanley Botts had a staff meeting on August 1, 2011 and that the Division will be hiring a programmer person so that programming changes can be performed more timely.  
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Update on Newsletter


Janet Morgan reported that the newsletter is written and needs to be reviewed by the Commissioner and Deputy Commissioner and then reviewed by Secretary Sanchez.  She also requested a picture of the PE Board to put in the newsletter.  Ms. Morgan stated that the newsletter could possibly be out in 2-3 weeks.

Report on Severn River Watershed Commission Meeting


Chairman Harclerode reported that he, John Mettee, Chair of the Land Surveyors' Board, and Pamela J. Edwards, attended the meeting of the Severn River Commission on August 4, 2011.  The Joint Chairs of the Design Boards sent a letter to the Commission offering to meet with them to discuss the exclusion of land surveyors and landscape architects from their law which allows only professional engineers to prepare stormwater management plans within the Severn River Watershed.  Legislation was introduced last year to include surveyors and landscape architects in the law but it failed.


The Commission was unsure why surveyors and landscape architects are excluded from the law.  Mr. Harclerode and Mr. Mettee explained to the Commission that surveyors and landscape architects are competent and qualified by virtue of education, experience, and examination to prepare stormwater managements plans.  The Commission was impressed with the support of the Professional Engineers' Board.


The meeting concluded with the agreement that a detailed comparison of the education of engineers, landscape architects, and surveyors would be prepared by the Boards and forwarded to the Commission.  The Commission agreed to look into the reason surveyors and, specifically, landscape architects were excluded from the law.

Discussion on  Submitted CPC Provider Applications


Mr. Mongan stated the Chesapeake Water Environment Association/American Water Works Association, Chesapeake Section is a pre-approved provider as described in the regulations.  Mr. Mongan suggested that the Board approve the applications of D.S. Thaler & Associates and LTK Engineering but that the Board request them to submit a list of the courses and the categories under which they fall.   Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Farinas, and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the CPC Provider applications of D.S. Thaler & Associates and LTK Engineering. The Board asked Ms. Edwards to modify the application in Part 5 requesting the applicant identify which category the courses fall under.  
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CORRESPONDENCE


An e-mail was received from George A. Seuss appealing the denial of the late fee. After discussion, the Board upheld the decision of the Acting Executive Director to deny the late fee.
