CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Harvey called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
ACTION ON MINUTES
The minutes of the January 12, 2006 meeting were approved as submitted.
GREETINGS FROM ACTING COMMISSIONER JOSEPH SLIWKA


Acting Commissioner Sliwka of Occupational and Professional Licensing paid a visit to the Board.  He thanked the Board Members for their service to the citizens of  Maryland and urged them to contact him if he could be of any assistance to them in the performance of their duties.     
COMMUNICATIONS SPECIALIST, JANINE MCDONALD

Mr. Woods introduced Ms. McDonald, who recently joined the staff as communications specialist for the Design Boards.  Ms. McDonald said she was happy to be working with the Boards and will be writing the newsletter “By Design,” and doing outreach in general to the design community.  Ms. McDonald asked Board members to contact her with any concerns or suggestions they may have in those areas.  
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EXECUTIVE SESSION 


Motion (I) was made by Mr. Farinas, seconded by Mr. Harclerode, and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 10:09 a.m. at 500 North Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland, 21202.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 10:30 a.m.
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT


Ms. Hunt reported on the status of complaints and license reinstatement issues discussed by the Complaint Committee at its meeting on February 9, 2006.

01-PE-02:  Case reopened December 8, 2005 and sent to Assistant Attorney General’s                                     office for follow-up with the Kentucky Board.  

04-PE-13:  Additional information sent to expert witness.  Waiting for response.                           05-PE-17:  Awaiting report from OIS.

06-PE-07:  Respondent notified of complaint.  Waiting for response.

06-PE-08:  Consent Order signed; fine paid.  Recommend close.

06-PE-09:  Letter sent to respondent to cease and desist using the P.E. title.  No response                                received.


06-PE-10:  Send letter advising respondent of complaint.


06-PE-11:  Send letter to respondent to cease and desist using the P.E. title.  


06-PE-12:  Offer Consent Order and fine.  Recommend respondent take an ethics course.         



The Complaint Committee reviewed three applications for reinstatement of license.  The licenses were lapsed from three to four renewal periods.  In each case, no engineering documents were signed and sealed in Maryland during the time the licenses were lapsed.  Two applicants were continuously licensed in other states.  The Complaint Committee recommends reinstatement with a warning letter for all three applicants.  


Motion (II) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Mr. Farinas, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee. 

OLD BUSINESS
Application Instructions Review – P.E. Exam


Mr. Woods said that he and staff have rewritten the instructions section of the P.E. exam application.  The intent is to simplify the instructions and make them easier to read and understand.   Mr. Woods handed out the instructions and requested that Board members review them and provide any comments or suggestions they may have within two weeks.  The instructions will then be finalized and posted on the Board’s web site. 
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Ms. Perrin said that during review of P.E. exam applications she noticed that the conduct questions had been removed from the application and she asked why.   Ms. Edwards said the questions were removed because they are addressed at the time the applicant applies for licensure, after passing the exam.   The Board discussed this issue and decided the conduct questions would be of value when the application is reviewed and requested that they be reinserted in the application form.  

Exam Qualifications Review


Ms. Hunt said she has received comments from Board members and will incorporate them in the paper “Handling Applications” that she has compiled.

Continuing Education Units (CEUs)

The Board discussed the issue of “continuing education units” at length.  Ms. Trust explained the requirements for continuing education units for the three Design Boards that presently require CEUs, namely, the Architects’, Land Surveyors’ and Certified Interior Designers’ Boards.  Mr. Harclerode and Mr. Farinas expressed their concern about possible difficulty in getting licensed in other states that require CEUs when the Maryland Board does not.     
Mr. Mead said MSPE is monitoring Pennsylvania where a bill was introduced by the Society of Professional Engineers that deals with education requirements for professional engineers’ competency and engineering companies; and Virginia, where legislation was passed but not enacted authorizing CEUs for all design boards.   Mr. Mead said MSPE is not advocating CEUs, but if Virginia and Pennsylvania enact this legislation, MSPE will debate it.  


Mr. Harvey said the issue of CEUs has been going on for 20 years and since that time there are now 35 or 38 states that require CEUs.  He said he has not seen anything in print to say that better engineering was performed in the states that have it as opposed to those that do not.  Mr. Harvey further said the job of the Board is to protect the public and if this issue does not involve protecting the public then the Board should not be involved in it.  It was the consensus of the Board that it was not in favor of requiring CEUs at this time.  

Certificate of Authority


The Board again discussed the Certificate of Authority and decided not to proceed with this matter at the present time.  
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Christie Society Update

Mr. Mead described the activities that will take place on Tuesday, February 21, during the “Engineers Week Honors Night Celebration” at the Engineers’ Club.  New inductees into the Christie Society will be honored at this time.   It was decided that Mr. Harclerode and Ms. McDonald will develop a program for the induction ceremony and that he and Ms. Yee will represent the Board.  

Expert Witness Update


Ms. Trust said the Board is free to select persons whose opinions it trusts and that it is not subject to a $2,500 limit on sole source.   The Board had considered the possibility of advertising for expert witnesses in By Design; however, Mr. Woods said that procurement rules apparently do not permit this.            
NEW BUSINESS

Surplus Funds

Mr. Harvey said excess funds have accumulated in the Joint Design Boards’ fund balance.  He requested that Board members provide suggestions at the next meeting as to how these funds might be used.    

Ms. Trust said Deputy Commissioner Loleas is preparing a new set of projections concerning the funds which he will bring to the Joint Chairs meeting on March 9.   The Board then decided to table this issue until its meeting.
CORRESPONDENCE
Memorandum from Leigh Fricks, Manager, Records Verification Program, NCEES, dated January 17, 2006


The Board reviewed a memorandum from Ms. Fricks concerning a resolution from the Puerto Rico Board requiring that all applicants applying for licensure by comity after March 17, 2005 shall submit a certification from the Board of the state, territory or possession of the U.S. that has issued the corresponding license that confirms that it offers the same privilege to professionals licensed in the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.  

Mr. Harvey asked Mr. Woods to send a letter notifying the Puerto Rico Board that the Maryland Board wishes to go on record that it recognizes the Puerto Rico Boards’ requirements for licensure by reciprocity.
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Letter from Robert S. Zuckerman, dated January 30, 2006


The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Zuckerman requesting that the Board consider extending membership in the Christie Society to engineers licensed for 50 years in the United States.   After discussion, the Board reaffirmed its current policy.
