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Call To Order

Vice-Chairperson, David Hanson, called the regular meeting of the Commission of Real Estate Appraisers and Home Inspectors to order at 10:50 a.m.

Election of Officers

Vice Chairperson, David Hanson, opened the floor for an Election of Officers to be held for the positions of Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson of the Maryland Commission of Real Estate Appraisers and Home Inspectors. Motion I was made by John Grewell, and seconded by David Brauning, that Dave Hanson be nominated as Chairperson of the Commission.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision.  Motion II was made by John Grewell, and seconded by David Brauning that Steven McAdams be nominated as Vice-Chair of the Maryland Commission of Real Estate Appraisers and Home Inspectors.  Commissioner McAdams advised that he believed that based on his tenure, Commissioner Thomas Pirritano should be nominated a Vice Chair of the Commission and declined the nomination.  Motion II was made by Commissioner McAdams, seconded by 
Commissioner Brauning, and unanimously carried that Commissioner Pirritano be nominated as Vice-Chairperson of the Commission.  
Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the business meeting held on August 14, 2007 were approved as distributed.  The minutes of the executive session held on August 14, 2007 were approved as distributed.  Motion (III) was made by Commissioner Thomas Murphy and seconded by Commissioner McAdams that the minutes of the business meeting be approved as distributed.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision.  Motion (IV) was made by Commissioner Grewell and seconded by Commissioner Brauning that the minutes of the executive session be approved as distributed.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision. 

Education/Application Real Estate Appraiser Committee Report  

Commissioner McAdams reported that the Appraiser Education/Application Committee met on this date and reviewed 10 courses and approved 9 courses and denied 1 course.  Motion (V) was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Thomas Murphy, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Real Estate Appraisers Education Committee.

Real Estate Appraiser Complaint Committee Report 

Commissioner McAdams  reported to the Commission that the Complaint Committee met prior to the public meeting and reviewed many items of business, which had been placed before the Committee. The disposition of which was as follows:

The Complaint Committee met prior to the public meeting in Executive Session, pursuant to              § 10-508 (a)(7) of the State Government Article, to receive the advice of counsel regarding the above-mentioned matters.  Motion (VI) was made by Commissioner Mosier and seconded by Commissioner Grewell that the Commission accept the report and recommendations of the Complaint Committee.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision.

Introduction of Patrick Murphy
Chairperson, Dave Hanson, introduced newly appointed member, Patrick Murphy to the Commission.  Administrator Schott advised that Mr. Murphy had previously served the Commission in the capacity of an investigator and expert witness.
Proposed Action COMAR 09.19.02.04 Continuing Education
Administrator, Patricia Schott, advised that she has recently reviewed the Appraiser Qualifications Board’s requirements as they relate to the reinstatement of a license and determined that the Commission needs to promulgate a regulation to amend an existing regulation in order to comply with the federal standard pertaining to the reinstatement of an expired license.  She explained that the federal guideline requires that a license holder must provide evidence of having completed the continuing education that would have been required had the license been active, back to the expiration date at an average of fourteen (14) hours per year and, that the applicant must complete the most recent edition of the 7-Hour National USPAP Update Course in order for an applicant to reinstate an expired license.  Motion (VII) was made by Commissioner McAdams, seconded by Commissioner Grewell, and unanimously carried that the Commission promulgate proposed action to amend regulation .04 under COMAR 09.19.02 Education Requirements, that requires that an applicant for reinstatement of an expired license must complete an average of fourteen hours of continuing education per year dating back to the expiration of a license and complete the most current edition of the 7-Hour National USPAP Update Course.    
Reciprocity
Administrator Schott reported that the Commission had adopted the firm date scenario of the implementation of the 2008 AQB Education Criteria, and as such believes that it may impact the existing reciprocal licensing agreements with other States.  She explained that the Commission’s more stringent adoption policy may compromise the Commission’s ability to continue to offer reciprocity after January 1, 2008 with other states that have elected to adopt a segmented scenario.  A firm date scenario requires that any credential issued after 1/1/08, must be in compliance with all components of the AQB Real Property Appraiser Qualifications Criteria.  The segmented scenario breaks down the requirements of the credential holder by three components:  education, experience and examination.  Under that scenario, an applicant can complete one or more of the criteria before 1/1/08, and only have to satisfy the remaining criteria under the 2008 Criteria.  A segmented scenario will potentially result in dissimilar requirements, negating the Commission’s ability to continue to reciprocate with those states.  She recommended that the Commission adopt a policy that would, on a temporary basis, suspend the existing reciprocal policies with other States until such time, she has the opportunity to contact the other reciprocal States and review their implementation protocol of the 2008 Criteria to determine whether the Commission should continue or rescind reciprocity with those States.  Motion VIII was made by  Commissioner McAdams, seconded by Commissioner Murphy, an unanimously carried that beginning January 1, 2008,  the Commission suspend reciprocity with other States until such time the matter can be assessed based on the implementation of the 2008 AQB Criteria..  
Home Inspector Licensing Update

Executive Director, Elwood Mosley, reported that there have been 224 licenses issued to home inspectors out of the 470 applications that have been reviewed.  He reported that there are 91 inactive grandfather applications.

Executive Session

Motion (IX) was made by Commissioner Grewell and seconded by Commissioner Murphy, and unanimously carried that the members of the State Commission of Real Estate Appraisers and Home Inspectors go into executive session at 11:25 a.m., in the 2nd floor conference room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD 21202.  The purpose of the meeting was to receive advice of counsel.  The meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to §10-508(7) of the State Government Article.

The Commission reconvened its regular meeting at 11:50 a.m.  Motion (X) was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Grewell, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the decisions rendered in Executive Session.   
License Denial Hearing

The Commission was to convene to hear the appeal of a home inspector applicant appealing the Commission's decision to deny a license in Cast No.:  07-HI-40.  However, a court reporter was inadvertently not reserved and several Commission members intended to leave shortly after the hearing was scheduled to begin, leaving the Commission without a quorum before the hearing could have been concluded.  As a result the matter was postponed and will be rescheduled.
Adjournment
There being no further business to discuss Motion (XI) was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Grewell and unanimously carried that the meeting adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 11:50 a.m.
