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CALL TO ORDER

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NEW BUSINESS
Rules of Professional Conduct:
At the March 2011 Board Meeting, Board Members Elsa Nastase and Rob Bader were requested by the Board to develop an initial draft of “Rules of Professional Conduct for Individual Tax Preparers” Ms Nastase and Mr. Bader presented their first draft for the Board’s feedback.

The Board Members reviewed the draft at some length, provided recommendations for use by Board Counsel Matt Lawrence in the preparation of a formal set of regulations to be reviewed by the Board at the June Meeting.
PERSONNEL
The Administrative Specialist position has been filled, with a June 8th starting date for the new employee. An offer has been made to the selected candidate for the Executive Director position and is pending resolution on a final salary determination. 

WEBSITE
Mr. Loleas indicated to the Board that there is a need to provide a body of pertinent information for consumers regarding the use of individual tax preparers. He requested the Board members to submit suggestions on the information that should be included on this section of the site.
