The Chief of Compliance or designee will randomize establishments of the same NAICS/SIC identified through the High Hazard Industries listed in Section VIII.B and assign in cycles concurrently with SST-10 Secondary List (see MOSH Instruction 10-08).   These inspections will be scheduled in accordance with MOSH’s FOM Chapter 2.

Background.  General Industry injuries and illnesses are tracked by several different methods.  By analyzing the results of injury and illness data, employment data, and fatalities over a three year period to determine ascending or descending trends results in a list of High Hazard Industries that indicates where MOSH needs to focus its resources.  This data is based on Bureau of Labor and Statistics databases from 2004 to 2008 as well as MOSH fatal reports from 2004 to 2008.

A large number of fall hazards are reported via referrals and complaints, both of a formal and a non‑formal nature.  Formal complaints of fall hazards on construction sites will continue to be scheduled before programmed inspections.  Non‑formal complaints and referrals which would normally be handled by letters will be handled in accordance with paragraph IX.B. above.  Inspection history and the scope of the inspection will be handled in the same manner.

Each Area Office shall designate at least one fall protection specialist.  The specialist is responsible for staying abreast of fall protection issues and interpretations.  Specialists should also develop a current file on abatement methodology.  The Area Offices (cumulatively) will provide training and have a combined meeting with the specialists in order to maintain fall protection expertise.  The specialists should be included in first response situations for accidents and imminent dangers (where possible) and provide consultation to other CSHOs on related matters.
