Summary:  The Hazard Communication standard (HCS) has been revised to align with the United Nations

Globally Harmonized System of Classification and Labelling of Chemicals (GHS Revision 3,

2009). This includes updates to the requirements for labeling and for safety data sheets (SDSs).

This Instruction is designed to provide guidance to compliance safety and health officers on how

to enforce the revised Hazard Communication standard during its transition period and when

fully implemented.

Action: 
1. MOSH Assistant Commissioner should ensure that compliance and consultation personnel utilize OSHA Directive CPL 02-02-079, while preparing for and performing on-site inspections and visits involving potential exposure to hazardous chemicals.
2. Supervisors shall ensure that this instruction is reviewed with all compliance officers and consultation staff.

3. Citations will be issued in accordance with the MOSH FOM.
4. Wherever the OSHA Instruction references job titles, manuals, and offices, the equivalent MOSH job title, manual, or office shall apply.  
5. Wherever reference is made to jurisdiction between Federal OSHA and State Plan authority refer to Labor and Employment Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, Section 5-103.
