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1) Purpose. This Instruction establishes a LEP for High Hazard Industries in general industry

6) Action. MOSH compliance personnel shall ensure that the procedures contained in the instruction are followed when conducting this LEP.  The Chief of Compliance or designee will randomize establishments of the same NAICS/SIC identified through the High Hazard Industries listed in section 8.b and assign in cycles. These inspections will be scheduled in accordance with MOSH's FOM Chapter 2.
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7) Background. Industries appearing on this High Hazard List were derived primarily from Maryland­ specific 2017 Bureau of Labor Statistics' occupational injury and illness annual survey results. The included industries reported incidence rates involving days away from work, job restriction, or job transfer, a.k.a., (DART) rates above Maryland's 2017 private sector DART rate average of 1.5 injuries and illnesses per 100 full-time equivalent workers. In addition, 4 industries were based on 2017 U.S. results, while another 3 were based on the industry's reported rate over a three-year State average. This approach helps ensure hazardous industry identification, regardless of whether or not a particular industry was published during the most recent data collection.
8) Procedures.  This LEP will be conducted throughout the State.
a. The Chief of Compliance, or designee, will create a randomized establishment inspection list by extracting the industries listed in Paragraph b. of this section from an establishment database.  The Supervisor of lndustrial Hygiene may pull a subset of NAICS code and/or establishments based on prior inspection history, industry knowledge, and demographics of injuries/illnesses of the particular industry.  This list will then be randomized and distributed in cycles by the Chief  of Compliance following a similar pattern as outlined in this instruction.  Any comprehensive/programmed planned inspection conducted under this instruction, by either IH or Safety, will result in the company being removed from any inspection list(s) created from this instruction.  This does not preclude referrals to/from Safety or Health or joint inspections.
