Summary: This instruction provides guidance to ensure MOSH communicates its fatality inspection procedures to the victim’s family and facilitates the exchange of information where appropriate, utilizing “three-phase approach.”
Action: 
1. During a workplace fatality investigation, the CSHO shall obtain next of kin (NOK) information and forward to Operations within five working days or document attempts made in the case file if unsuccessful or not appropriate due to circumstances.
2. MOSH Operations may draft a letter to the NOK, when appropriate, informing them that MOSH has initiated an investigation, provide contact information to the regional office and the Chief of MOSH, and how to obtain a copy of the case through the Maryland Public Information Act (MPIA).
3. The letter will be reviewed and signed by the MOSH Assistant Commissioner, or authorized representative, within 24 hours.
4. Frequency and level of communication throughout the investigation should be dependent upon the circumstances of the investigation.
5. Upon completion of the investigation, the MOSH Chief of Compliance, or authorized representative, will make attempts to notify the NOK of the Inspection Findings and provide a copy of the case file when requested. When attempts to reach the NOK are unsuccessful, a NOK Closure Letter may be drafted and sent to the NOK, when appropriate.
6. Supervisors shall review these policies with staff and ensure procedures are followed.
