Amendments and revisions under 29 CFR §1910.134 relating to Controlled Negative Pressure REDON Fit Testing Protocol. 
PURPOSE:                     To incorporate by reference an additional OSHA-approved quantitative fit testing protocol, the controlled negative pressure (CNP) REDON fit testing protocol, for inclusion in Appendix A of the Respiratory Protection Standard, and to make several editorial and nonsubstantive technical revisions to the standard associated with the CNP REDON protocol and the previously approved CNP protocol.

A. Background

1. On January 25, 2005, the Commissioner of Labor and Industry adopted through incorporation by reference under COMAR 09.12.31 Maryland Occupational Safety and Health Act – Incorporation by Reference of Federal Standards,  the amendments and revisions under 29 CFR §1910.134 relating to Controlled Negative Pressure REDON Fit Testing Protocol published in 69 FR 46986 – 46994 (August 4, 2004). This action, which was proposed for adoption in 31:25 Md. R. 1797 (December 10, 2004), has been adopted as proposed. This action was recommended to the Commissioner of Labor and Industry by the Maryland  Occupational Safety and Health Advisory Board pursuant to a meeting held on August 25, 2004, notice of which was given in accordance with State Government Article, §10-506(c), Annotated Code of Maryland.
2. This protocol was adopted under the provisions contained in the Respiratory Protection Standard that allow individuals to submit evidence for including additional fit testing protocols in the standard. The CNP REDON protocol requires the performance of three different test exercises followed by two redonnings of the respirator, while the CNP protocol previously approved by OSHA specifies eight test exercises, including one redonning of the respirator. 
B. Action

1. MOSH Compliance and Consultation Supervisors shall ensure that Compliance Officers are provided training on the contents of this notice.
