EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT 


Pamela Edwards, Executive Director, reported that she attended the NCARB Regional Summit in Long Beach, California on March 11-14, 2015.  Board members Gary Ey and Paul Edmeades also attended. Ms. Edwards stated that there was much discussion at the regional meeting about the value of NCARB council record. 

Ms. Edwards informed the members that the department has appointed Victoria Wilkins as the new Commissioner and John Papavasiliou, as Deputy Commissioner.
Ms. Edwards stated that Secretary Schulz has established new guidelines for submitting regulatory proposals, namely that a concept sheet will be required and must be submitted before action is taken to propose. NCARB
Regional Meeting Summit


Paul Edmeades reported that candidates for NCARB offices attended the Regional Summit and addressed each Region.  He commented that all the candidates are well qualified.  After discussion, the Board decided to table the candidacy review until next meeting as that will directly precede the annual meeting and the formal elections at NCARB.

The Board discussed the NCARB Resolutions which will be voted on at the Annual Meeting in June.  Resolutions A and B revise the requirements for NCARB certification for Broadly Experienced Architects (BEA) and Broadly Experienced Foreign Architects (BEFA).  The Board supported the original resolutions and supports the modified versions.

Resolution C requires the public member of the Board of Directors to be a consumer member of a state board.  The Board discussed the issue and will continue the discussion of the public member.
