OLD BUSINESS

The Board took the final action to approve changes to the regulations regarding fees. A motion (IV) was made by Paul Edmeades, seconded by Gary Ey and unanimously carried to revise Regulation .03 COMAR 09.21.04 Fees to clarify that an applicant for examination or re-examination shall pay fees directly to NCARB in the amounts set by NCARB.
The Board reviewed the revised Educational Equivalency Matrix. Milena Trust will provide the final edits at the April Board meeting. A motion (V) was made by Cynthia Shonaiya, seconded by Kevin Sneed and unanimously carried to prepare a Concept Sheet for the proposed revisions to the regulation.
NEW BUSINESS
Stephanie Hopkins discussed an application for CPC course approval and recommended denial of the application because the applicant did not comply with Section 4. The Board agreed. The staff will contact the applicant.
Michael Armstrong, CEO of NCARB, briefed the Board on the New Zealand MRA and other potential agreements with other countries, ARE 5.0, and AXP requirements. He also discussed ARE testing security, Model Law, deregulation, and the American Board of Architects.

The Board reviewed Kristen Wool’s email and agreed that her Bachelor's in Building Science and Sustainable Design from the Pennsylvania College of Engineering met the requirements of a Bachelor of Science in Architecture. The Board decided that in order to qualify to take the ARE she would need four years work experience that does not overlap her IDP/AXP experience.
