OLD BUSINESS
NCARB ANNUAL MEETING RESOLUTIONS

 
The Board reviewed the 2013 NCARB Annual Meeting Resolutions.  Mr. Edmeades led this discussion as he is designated as the Board's voting delegate. Mr. Edmeades brought to the attention of the Board a few key items.

Resolution E would amend the model regulations to require additional continuing education requirements for all license reinstatements. The Board's opposition is based on the licensee's requirement to demonstrate current CEU's in order to reinstate. Additional requirements would be excessive and potentially costly.
 
Resolution F would update the model law and model regulations to allow for the use of an electronic image of the seal and signature

After a brief discussion, it was noted that the Board requires the signature to be live, wet ink, hand-written, thus, Resolution F contradicts Maryland law and the Board opposes it.


Resolution G relates to the Inter-Recognition agreement with Canada.  It has made dramatic changes to its architectural registration requirements, specifically the registration examination.  NCARB as well as the Board feels the Canadian test is not equivalent to the Architectural Registration examination (A.R.E.), justifying changes to the Inter Recognition Agreement. The Board agreed to support Resolution G.

Mr. Paul Edmeades was instructed by the Board to vote his conscience while in attendance. He reminded the Board the discussion at the meeting can sometimes alter the resolutions on the floor. Having acted in the capacity before, Mr. Edmeades is entrusted to act on behalf of the Board.
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Motion (V) was made by Mr. Bowden, seconded by Ms. Westerhout and unanimously carried to appoint Mr. Paul Edmeades as the voting delegate for the NCARB Annual Meeting and conference to be held on June 19-22, 2013 in San Diego, California.
LEGISLATIVE UPDATE
Hearing on Proposed New Regulations

Ms Edwards reported that the proposed CPC Regulations will be published in the May 3, 2013 issue of Maryland Register 

The Board of Architects will conduct a public hearing on May 22, 2013 in order to solicit the public opinion regarding the proposed changes to the Continuing Professional Competency requirements for Maryland's architects. 

PE Firm Bill

This bill passed in Annapolis. It does not affect the current requirements regarding architectural firms.

Veterans Full Employments Act of 2013

This bill was signed into law by the Governor and takes effect on July 1, 2013. It requires certain licensing boards to issue a six month temporary license to veterans and their spouses who are relocating to Maryland and who meet certain requirements. It also requires licensing boards to give credit to certain former service members for relevant military training, education and experience in connection with the issuance of certain occupational and professional licenses.  


It was noted that this bill affects the other design boards and will be discussed at other meetings to determine what action the boards needs to take, if any.
