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LEGISLATION

CPC Regulations


Recent discussions by the Complaint Committee and the Board have caused the Board to revisit the Continuing Professional Competency requirements.  Specifically, Regulation .09, Failure to Meet the CPC Requirements, appears ambiguous. 

Upon receiving an audit notice, a licensee has 30 days to respond to that notice. During that period the licensee is to submit documentation of the hours that were certified to at the time of renewal/audit. The Board has allowed this time to give the licensee a “grace period” to come into compliance. When that licensee fails to do so, the Board gives another 30 days in which to make up the hours.

Ms. Trust stated that the regulation does not mean that a licensee has 60 days to “make up” the CPC hours that they lacked.

The Board discussed this issue at length and agreed on the following procedure.

1.  If a person is audited as a result of electronic audit, a letter goes out to that licensee giving the licensee 30 days to respond with evidence of compliance with CPC requirements.

2.  If a person does not respond within 30 days, the second letter goes out giving the licensee ADDITIONAL 30 days to provide evidence of compliance.

3.  If a licensee responds with anything less than 24 hours of acceptable CPC credits, or if a licensee does not respond, a complaint is opened and the Complaint Committee reviews it.

4.   If a licensee presents evidence of less than full compliance, the Complaint Committee may:

   A.  Charge licensee with a violation of the statute and regulations; or

   B.  Offer licensee a Consent Order that contains the following concepts:
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       (i)  $100 per missing CPC hour (up to $2400)

       (ii)  Fine (in addition to, and not instead of, the $100 per credit hour charge)

       (iii) States the time (30-60 days) during which the licensee must take missing hours and submit to the Board evidence of completion of missing hours

        (iv) Advises the licensee that the hours that he or she completed may NOT be used towards the completion of CPC requirements for the current cycle ("double-dipping")

        (v)  Provides that should the licensee not provide evidence of completion of missing hours, the license will be automatically suspended until the time the licensee provides evidence of compliance.


Motion (III) was made by Cynthia Shonaiya, seconded by Gary Ey, and unanimously carried to accept the above procedure.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT 


Ms. Edwards reported that she has made progress with the concept sheet for the exam matrix related to the architectural exam application and will report on it at next meeting. 

BOARD COUNSEL’S REPORT


Ms. Trust informed the Board that the firm permit bill passed. The bill will allow the board to discipline firms as well as individuals for non-compliance with licensing and regulatory issues.

NCARB

Annual Meeting

The NCARB Annual Meeting and Conference will be held on June 17-20, 2015, in New Orleans, Louisiana. Mr. Edmeades, the voting member, sought direction and support for the candidates running for national offices.  The Board discussed the candidates and the resolutions. 

The Board instructed Mr. Edmeades to consider the Board’s guidance when voting, but vote his conscience.

Ms. Cho stated that she, as Chair, received a copy of the appointment letter for new Board member, Stephanie Hopkins.  It was determined that Ms. Hopkins is a consumer member, replacing William Parham.  Ms. Edwards will send Ms. Hopkins the traditional welcome packet.
