NCARB Portfolio Documentation Method with Harry Falconer and Derek Haese


Harry Falconer, Assistant Director of Record Services, and Derek Haese, Assistant Director of Board Relations, visited the Board to discuss the latest proposed change to the Intern Development Program (IDP). The latest changes came to the Board in the form of a memo titled “Portfolio Documentation Method”.

In an on-going effort to facilitate licensure, NCARB is considering development of a new program to provide a path for completing the IDP for individuals who have work experience that falls outside of the current IDP reporting requirements, i.e. more than 5 years old.  The “six-month rule” which was implemented in July 2010, prohibited any experience older than eight months from being reported and used to satisfy the IDP experience requirements.  A change in 2014 allowed 50% credit for experience up to five years in the past.  


Mr. Falconer described how research revealed there are a large number of individuals who have work experience acquired than more than 5 years ago.  These individuals left the profession for various reasons, did not document their IDP experience, did not pursue licensure in a timely fashion, but can otherwise meet education and examination requirements and now wish to re-enter the profession. 
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The proposed program will require individuals to meet eligibility requirements, and submit detailed documentation of work experience. The process will require that work samples of valid experience be submitted to the supervisor or mentor who will certify or affirm same for competency.  The Board was concerned about the potential burden on mentors and individuals to determine/prove competency.  


NCARB clarified that an individual cannot complete part of the IDP through the portfolio, and then finish it through the traditional program.  It has to be all or nothing.  The Board felt the program should be more flexible and allow an individual to move from one to the other.  They thought that NCARB should compromise and allow a hybrid program.

Mr. Falconer and Mr. Haese thanked the Board for their valuable input and encouraged them to submit comments through NCARB’s online survey.  Comments will be accepted through September 29, 2015.  
In response to a question from Mr. Corkill, it was noted that there will be no quantification of hours in the portfolio program.  It will be based on experience factors.

On other topics, Mr. Haese noted that the Member Board staff at NCARB is at full staff.  He noted that NCARB is changing the way it communicates with member boards.  Currently, NCARB is creating a newsletter to distribute to everybody.  

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT


In response to an inquiry from the Board, Ms. Edwards stated that the concept sheet to allow the Board to propose a regulatory amendment for the revised Education Equivalency Matrix has not been submitted to the Secretary.  She will prepare the paperwork and submit it before the next Board meeting.
BOARD COUNSEL’S REPORT
Ms. Trust stated that as a follow-up to last month’s meeting, she checked on whether the licensing examination questions may be disclosed under the Maryland Public Information Act.  She learned that exam questions are protected from disclosure.
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ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business, motion (IV) was made by Ms. Shonaiya, seconded by Ms. Westerhout and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 11:40 a.m.
