Continuing Professional Competency Committee Update

The amended draft for the continuing professional competency requirements was distributed and after a brief discussion the Board agreed on the regulations.

NEW BUSINESS
Legislative Update
 
Ms. Trust informed the Board that the firm permit bill was heard in Annapolis, on February 7, 2013. It was not received favorably. 


The opposition came from commercial real estate brokers and the groups and organizations representing builders. Their major concern is the revocation clause's potential economic impact.  These professional groups are concerned that work stoppage could occur if a firm's license is revoked during the project. They wanted Boards to have authority to fine only. A compromise was reached and amendments were made to the bill which passed out of the Senate and crossed over to the House. 


Ms Trust further noted that the PE firm permit bill encountered the same opposition.
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CORRESPONDENCE

NCARB


The Board was copied on a letter to James Polhamus from NCARB. The letter addressed his concerns regarding the solution/scoring of a segment of the A.R.E.

Mr. Yates assured the candidate the scoring mechanism used is based on specific requirements and that Mr. Polhamus concern regarding the scoring did not factor into his score on that section. The score he received is valid.

The Board acknowledged the response from NCARB and concurred. No further action is required.
