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CORRESPONDENCE

E-mail from J. Donald Choury


The Board received an email from licensee, J. Donald Chory, asking the Board's opinion as to the ability of a registered architect to perform minor structural engineering. Mr. Chory cited the design and placement of a house beam or small project truss as examples. Mr. Chory also asked the Board's opinion as to who can perform fire code analysis, specifically, can an architect?


After discussion, the Board concluded that the Code of Ethics permits an architect to practice in areas that the architect is competent in by virtue of education, experience, and examination. The Board agrees that the architect is qualified to design a beam, but many architects do not possess experience in designing a floating reinforced pad, and the answer depends on the individual circumstances. Architects are qualified to perform a fire code analysis for a building.

Memo from Michael Armstrong, CEO, NCARB

Board received a memorandum dated July 11, 2014 from Michael J. Armstrong, CEO of NCARB referencing the Wisconsin Legislation re: ARE Access Pre-graduation.  Legislation passed in Wisconsin that eliminates a degree as a prerequisite to taking licensing exams and impacts exam eligibility for a number of professions in Wisconsin including architecture.  NCARB will monitor the impact of this legislation on Wisconsin licensing and NCARB's exploration of an additional, optional licensure path known as "licensure at graduation".  
NEW BUSINESS
Digital signatures


Ms. Trust presented the latest draft of the proposed regulations regarding digital signatures.


Discussion addressed the definition of and differentiation between "digital signatures" and "electronic signatures" and what constituted "independently verifiable". These items were discussed in detail, language was edited, and a consensus was reached.  
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Motion (III) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Mr. Parker, and unanimously carried to propose the amendments to the regulations for Digital Signatures.

Exam Eligibility Matrix


The Board reviewed the latest version of the matrix and suggested a few more changes to clarify the information but still provide adequate instructions.  Changes will be made and reviewed again at the next meeting.
2014 NCARB Annual Meeting Report

Paul Edmeades attended the NCARB Annual Meeting in Philadelphia on June 25-27, 2014. Mr. Edmeades conveyed that a majority of the annual meeting was dedicated to the newest edition of the Architectural Registration Examination (A.R.E.) being developed for roll-out in 2016.

Other business at the annual meeting included revisions to the IDP, Broadly Experienced Architect (BEA), as well as Broadly Experience Foreign Architects (BEFA).  NCARB sent the proposed changes to State Boards for comments.   
Proposed Changes to IDP, BEA, and BEFA


The Board reviewed a request from NCARB dated June 23, 2014 asking for the Board's comments on proposed changes to IDP, BEA, and BEFA.

Changes to the IDP will be in two phases.  The first change will allow interns to complete IDP upon documenting completion of 3740  core hour requirements and phase two will change the number of experience categories and experience areas to six which will align with the six sections of the new ARE and be more in-line with contemporary practice. 


Changes to the BEA will simplify the process for an applicant who wishes to get an NCARB Council Record but who does not meet the NCARB Education Requirement. The current process is cumbersome. The current requirement for documenting six to ten years of post-licensure experience will be eliminated. Mr. Parker stated that Maryland is one of 17 states that licenses individuals who do not meet the NCARB Education Requirement. The proposed changes will make it easier for Maryland applicants, as well as individuals in other 
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states, to get an NCARB certificate, and therefore get licensed in other states.


Changes to the BEFA include accepting two years of experience in the applicant's country of licensure as an alternative to two  years experience in the U.S., and completion of the ARE.  The Board agreed that requiring the ARE is a definite plus.  Ms. Shonaiya stated that being foreign-born and educated, she felt there is a benefit to requiring U.S. experience, i.e. metric system vs. U.S. system.

Ms. Edwards will respond to NCARB that the Board supports all the changes and will include Ms. Shonaiya's comment in the response.
MEETING CANCELATION 


The Board decided to cancel the August 27, 2014 meeting. The next meeting will be held on September 24, 2014.  
ADJOURNMENT


There being no further business, motion (IV) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Ms. Westerhout and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 11:50 a.m.
