NEW BUSINESS


Mr. White brought to the Board’s attention an exam applicant who spent some years working for a school district under the direction of a registered architect. The Board discussed the applicant’s situation and referred to the policy that states that up to 80% of the required work experience may be completed as an employee of an organization other than the office of a licensed architect if the work experience is directly related to architectural work ad is completed under the direct supervision of a licensed architect.  Therefore, the applicant’s work experience qualifies.
     
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

Ms. Edwards informed the Board that the two board secretary vacancies have been filled and the new hires will start on August 5, 2015.
NCARB  


The Board reviewed a memo from NCARB dated June 9, 2015 titled “Policy Updates to Use and Security of the Architect Registration Examination.” 

Described in the memo is the “minimum expectation” of member boards regarding the A.R.E.  NCARB reiterated its’ ownership of the test and the member boards’ responsibility to the security of and properly qualifying and authorization of its’ applicants.  One item in the terms and conditions dictates that NCARB exam materials may 
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not be subject to the state’s freedom of information act.  Ms. Trust stated that she will review the changes and compare them with our regulations.  She will report to the Board next month. 

NCARB also notified the boards that they launched a new service for NCARB certified architects that provides them with a reminder of upcoming license expiration dates based on information in their NCARB record.

Annual Meeting
Paul Edmeades attended the NCARB Annual Meeting and Conference held in June. He briefly discussed the main features of the meeting.

The Broadly Experience Architects Programs (BAE) resolution did not pass, but the Broadly Experience Foreign Architect (BEFA) resolution passed.
The public member resolution was amended by Region 2 to read that public member on the Board of Directors could either be from a member board or not.  However, with these changes, the resolution was deemed to be a bylaws change and could be not voted on at the annual meeting.  However, the resolution passed with the requirement that the public member shall be a member of a member board and shall be elected at the annual meeting of NCARB.

 Mr. Edmeades conveyed that a new version of the A.R.E is coming next year; that the IDP is going through some restructuring separate from the Portfolio initiative.  He also reported on the results of the elections.  
Paul Edmeades gave a brief summary of a memo from NCARB concerning the Intern Development Program Experience Portfolio Documentation Method. This program is designed to provide a pathway for design professionals to validate that they have substantial past experience that meets the requirements of the IDP. NCARB would like comments from member boards by September 29th.  The Board asked Ms. Edwards to invite Derek Haese and Harry Falconer to the next Board meeting to discuss the proposal.
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ADJOURN
There being no further business, motion (IV) was made by Ms. Shonaiya, seconded by Ms. Westerhout and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 11:40 a.m.
