LEGISLATION
Digital signatures

Ms Trust, Counsel to the Board provided a draft of the digital signature legislation that has been proposed. Although viewed as optional to the hand affixed signature as required, this option was initially introduced at the municipal level as some are now requesting all electronic submissions. Strict compliance as set forth by the Board would still apply to this option.

The Board expressed concern about the adaptability for the design community. Concerns include software acquisition and compatibility, as well as the security of all phases of transfer

and manipulation of the set of plans.

The Board decided to revisit this item for the next meeting. Counsel was asked to update the daft and have it available then.
Board Meeting Training  

Harry Loleas, Special Assistant to the Secretary and Elizabeth Trimble, Chief Counsel provided updated training for board members.

Mr. Loleas and Ms Trimble reviewed the charge of the Board and its' members, appointments, the structure of the board, terms, and attendance. They also touched on when to act in the capacity of the Board and when not.


Also discussed were the budget, ethics and the hearing process. Mr. Loleas pointed out that the guidelines, by which the meetings are governed, are in the regulations.
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OTHER BUSINESS

Examination Education/Experience Matrix

This discussion was tabled until next meeting as more information is required to clarify the fee matrix. It did spawn another discussion regarding the budget.

Ms Cho informed the Board that, as a matter of record, the design cluster's special fund account is at a serious deficit. It was discussed at the joint chairs and all indicates that the Board for Professional Engineers will raise all of it's' fees in order to strengthen the fund.  This Board has previously agreed to raise the licensing fees by the maximum, so, after this brief exchange, it was the consensus is to raise all other fees as well.


Motion (III) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Ms. Shonaiya, and unanimously carried to raise fees by the maximum that the regulations allow.
CPC Exemption - H. Fostel
 Citing hardship, Mr. Fostel asked the Board to consider exempting him from the six continuing professional competency hours that he was short in response to an audit. 

After careful consideration, the Board will allow Mr. Fostel to maintain the license without adjustments to the audit response.

Motion (IV) was made by Ms Westergout, seconded by Mr. Parker, and unanimously carried to waive the six unit shortage in CPC's for Henry Fostel.
NCARB

In light of the most recent A.R.E deadlines imposed by NCARB, the Board has been asked on more than one occasion if it had the ability and willing to allow a candidate to maintain test scores that would drop off according to the new A.R.E. guidelines.
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In each case, the candidate was instructed to contact their respective board for guidance.


It is the opinion of the Board that manipulation of score and test dates, etc was extremely limited and that if the Board was so inclined, those scores would be recognized only by that jurisdiction, thus restricting the candidate's ability to reciprocate.

Ms Edwards will contact NCARB for direction.
