DENIALS

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Ms. Westerhout and unanimously carried to deny one application for incompleteness.
OLD BUSINESS
Legislative Update

Ms. Trust informed the Board that the firm bill which establishes penalty provisions associated with the firm-permit related violations is being closely examined by the Maryland General Assembly. Certain industry groups raised challenges to the bill by expressing concerns that the potential suspension or revocation of a permit may negatively affect the on-going project developments. As a result, there are on-going discussions to potentially amend the bill and limit the revocation and suspension to fraud-related violations only, and to continue to provide for fines for all other firm-permit related violations. 


Ms. Trust reminded the Board that this compromise is still possible and may be workable. The Board agreed that since it always has the ability to take a licensing action against a responsible member of the firm, the Board would be willing to agree to such compromise. 

NCARB
Region II Meeting

Paul Edmeades informed the Board that Maryland will not host the 2014 Regional meeting. Instead, NCARB will organize a meeting of all regions to be held in San Antonio, Texas next year in February or March. The regions will break out and have separate meetings. 

Mr. Edmeades informed the Board that Region II will hire an Executive Director to oversee administration of the region's business. He reported that he has been elected Vice Chair of the Region. 


Lastly he informed the Board that the dues will probably be increased in order to accommodate the new staff person.
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NCARB Annual Meeting Resolutions

The Board received copies of the Resolutions that will be voted on at the 2013 Annual Meeting. The Chair tabled this for review and discussion at the next meeting.

JOINT CHAIRS

Ms. Cho reported that the joint Chairs met on March 14, 2013.  The Special Fund balance is decreasing. At this report, the balance is approximately $200,000. It is the consensus of the Board that a fee increase is necessary and timely.

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Mr. Ey and unanimously carried increase the licensing fee by the maximum of twelve and one half percent (12.5%), which will raise the fee from sixty-eight dollars ($68.00) to Seventy-six dollars and fifty cents 
($76.50).
ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, motion (V) was made by Mr. Bowden, seconded by Mr. Parker and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 10:30 a.m.
