Motion (III) was made by Magda Westerhout, seconded by Stephanie Hopkins and unanimously carried to accept the Complaint Committee report.
APPLICATIONS FOR ARCHITECT REGISTRATION EXAMINATION
The Board unanimously approved 11 ARE candidates and agreed to review 4 additional applications before the next Board meeting.
OLD BUSINESS
Paul Edmeades tabled the discussion on NCARB’s 2018 resolutions for the annual meeting until the April Board meeting, after NCARB’s Board of Directors meeting. 

Paul Edmeades requested an update regarding the status of HB 188. Milena Trust stated that the bill passed in both Houses. 
Steve Long noted that the Tri-National Agreement and the MRA have been signed and that the digital signatures regulation will be published in the Maryland Register on April 13, starting the public comment period. He also noted that the May 23 Board meeting has been changed to May 30 due to scheduling conflicts. At that time the Board may vote on Final Action for the digital signature regulation.
Steve Long advised the Board that both applicants selected for the investigator position declined to accept the offer so more interviews will be scheduled soon.
Paul Edmeades stated that NCARB’s Region II Symposium has been rescheduled for October 4 and 5.
NEW BUSINESS
The Board members that attended the NCARB Regional Summit in Wichita reported on their activities.
Paul Edmeades reported that the ARE 4.0 will be discontinued June 30, 2018, thereafter ARE 5.0 will be the only exam offered. He noted that credit will be given to those candidates that have completed 4.0 exams. Mr. Edmeades stated that the NCARB Board of Directors will be meeting on April 21 and there will be a pre-conference telephone conference on April 10. 

Paul Edmeades also noted that the NCARB Annual Business meeting will be June 28-30 in Detroit. Stephanie Hopkins, Gary Ey, Cynthia Shonaiya, and Paul Edmeades will be attending. He also noted that there will be a reduction in NCARB fees starting in fiscal year 2019.
