NEW BUSINESS
Joint Chairs Report


Ms Cho reported that Acting Commissioner Michael Vorgetts spoke to the chairs regarding the budget. Mr. Vorgetts conveyed that the board's special fund is at a deficit and is trending downwards as the operating costs, and the addition of needed staff contributed to increase expenditures.  The Board discussed ways to recover. A fee increase is necessary.

After a brief discussion, motion (III) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Ms Shonaiya, and unanimously carried to increase the licensing fees by the maximum of 12.5% to $86.00.
LEGISLATION
Digital signatures

As arranged by Ms Edwards, the Board participated in a "GoToMeeting" webinar discussing digital signatures. The webinar was sponsored by AVolve; the software provider for the City of Tallahassee, Florida.

The presenter discussed the difference between electronic and digital signatures, denoting that digital signatures are electronic but have been encrypted with security features.  The features should disallow the signature to be copied or otherwise duplicated, be unique to the author and always under their control, and is verifiable.

Other topics that were discussed included optional signature delivery features (images, likeness, etc), signature application software features and the pros and cons of compatibility and hardware requirements. 
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In conclusion, the Board arrived at a functional understanding of digital signatures. The chair asked board counsel to prepare a draft amendment to the regulations for review at the next meeting.
OTHER BUSINESS

Examination Education/Experience Matrix

Ms. Edwards revamped the Education/Experience Matrix attached to the examination application. John Corkill, AIAMD liaison, told the Board at the last meeting that he heard complaints from the exam candidate element that the matrix was difficult to understand. Ms. Edwards sought to clarify the categories.

Paul Edmeades had also reworked the Matrix. He included credit recognized for course work in the First Professional Degree category, when the candidates did not achieve a degree.


It was determined that a new draft is warranted. Ms Edwards will have it available for the next meeting.
Leonard Taylor


Last month, Mr. Taylor submitted for approval, a course he participated in for continuing education credit, and conducted by FEMA. The Board felt the original submission was incomplete and asked Mr. Taylor to resubmit it which he did.

 
After a second review, it was determined that the courses offered through this activity were not specific to architecture, and did not address the public safety related to architecture.

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Ey, seconded by Mr. Parham and unanimously carried to deny continuing education credits for the aforementioned courses offered by FEMA.  Ms. Edwards will so notify Mr. Taylor.
