CORRESPONDENCE
Request for CPC waiver

Philip Cooper submitted a request to the Board for a waiver of the continuing professional competency requirements for renewal of his architects license. Mr. Copper cited the downturn of the economy, compounded by medical hardship as the reasons he was unable meet the requirement in the allotted time period.  


Mr. Cooper's request was reviewed at the September meeting and as a result, the Board requested that Mr. Cooper submit documentation of his medical condition. A letter was received from his physician.


After a brief discussion the Board agreed to grant Mr. Cooper the waiver and dismiss the requirement for this renewal. The licensee will not have to make up the requirement in the future.
Melissa Briggs Email

Melissa Briggs contacted the Board via email asking if an architect can sign and seal landscape architect plans.  She cited Regulation 09.21.02.03 as allowing an architect to sign landscape plans for submission. She further stated that the subject architect has more than 20 years of experience as an architect and employs a landscape architect on his staff.
 
The consensus of the Board was reached after a brief discussion.  The Board's opinion is that the Code of Ethics requires that a design professional confine his or her practice to the field(s) of expertise based on education, experience and examination. It does not appear that the architect in question has experience in landscape design.  It is the Board's conclusion that it would be unethical for this individual to sign and seal landscape architect plans.  Ms. Trust will send a response to Ms. Briggs.
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John Corkill Letter


Mr. Corkill submitted a letter to the Board which was reviewed at the September meeting. The letter was in regards to an architect signing and sealing structural and fire protection drawings. At that time, the Board asked Mr. Corkill to consider revising and re-submitting the letter.

The Board reviewed the revised letter today.  They reminded Mr.Corkill that the Board has no power to direct the permits offices and it would be improper to attempt to intervene or to even put forth a position. The Board's position is stated in the law and regulations. They asked him to resubmit the letter again and to remove the reference to "all" in the third paragraph from the bottom.
