Agenda 
Quorum Announced and Meeting Called to Order—Chair
A quorum was announced and the meeting was called to order at 10:40 AM by Mr. Phillip Mazza, President. 
Approval of Agenda 
Ms. Erica Lewis, Executive Director, and Mr. Eric London, Assistant Attorney General, offered amendments to the agenda. Mr. Phillip Mazza asked for a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Mr. James Dickerson made this motion, and it was seconded by Ms. Alberta Fisher. The amended agenda was approved. 
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Approval of September 10, 2018 Minutes 
The minutes for the September 10, 2018 were approved at the December meeting. 
New Business 
Occupational Licensing Consortium  
Ms. Erica Lewis, Executive Director, advised the Board regarding the Occupational Licensing Consortium. Ms. Lewis explained the objective of the Licensing Consortium is to help create jobs and assist individuals in becoming productive members of society. Targeted populations include immigrants with work authorizations, individuals with criminal records, low income individuals, unemployed/dislocated workers, veterans and their spouses. The licensing consortium is focusing on Barbers, Cosmetology, HVAC contractors, Plumbers and Real Estate Agents. The core team consists of ten (10) individuals representing DLLR, Board members, the Governor’s office, Legislature and targeted populations.    The home team meets several times a year and consists of twenty-five (25) individuals representing similar staff as the core team.  The home team subcommittee consist of business, community relations, data and research, and identifying barriers.  The subcommittee met over the summer. The group recommendations include, but are not limited to, allowing interpreters for theory exams, investigating use of practical exams and removal of backflow prevention device testing training. The Board thanked Ms. Lewis for her presentation and expressed interest in future updates. 
Vote for final approval of COMAR 09.16.01.12 
Mr. Eric London, Assistant Attorney General, advised the Board that the regulation was published in the Maryland Register on July 20, 2019. No public comments were received. The regulation was ready to be voted upon by the Board for final approval. 
The Board reviewed COMAR 09.16.01.12, which related to failure to respond for applicants and licensees. Mr. Mazza asked for a motion to give the Board’s final approval of COMAR 09.16.01.12. Ms. Fisher made this motion, and Mr. Dickerson seconded. The motion passed. 
Public Comment 
Corey McDaniel 
Mr. Corey McDaniel requested for the ratio between a master barber and apprentice to increase. Mr. Mazza explained the current law and requirement and advised Mr. McDaniel to speak with his local legislators if he was interested in seeing a change. The Board thanked Mr. McDaniel for his time and presence. 
Shannon Rice  
Ms. Shannon Rice stated that she was also interested seeing an increase of apprentices allowed to train with a master barber. The Board advised Ms. Rice to contact her local legislators to express her interest in changing the current law which only allows one master barber to one apprentice. Ms. Rice thanked the Board for pointing her in the right direction.
