CORRESPONDENCE

There was no correspondence to discuss.
NEW BUSINESS
Ms. Viar introduced Victoria Wilkins, Commissioner, and John Papavasiliou, Deputy Commissioner, to the Board.  Ms. Edwards reported that Kelly Schulz has been appointed the new Secretary of the Department.  
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Ms. Trust suggested that the Board may wish to consider decreasing the number of meetings held per year from four to two or three.  Ms. Trust stated that the Board is required by law to only meet once a year.  She stated that since applications and continuing education submissions are reviewed and approved administratively, the Board could meet twice a year without any impact on the workload.  After discussion, the Board agreed.

Motion (II) was made by Ms. Zopf and seconded by Ms. Dubick to hold two meetings per year in the months of April and September, and if necessary a meeting could be held in the summer.  It was noted that the Board currently has meetings scheduled for July 27, and October 26, 2015.  Both meetings will be cancelled and a meeting will be scheduled for September 28, 2015.  
Executive Director’s Report
Ms. Edwards remarked that the current continuing education regulations have not been changed in many years and need to be updated.  She stated that the Board may wish to initiate a review.   Ms. Edwards reported that new procedures have been instituted by the Secretary for regulations.  If the Board wants to undertake this project, she will prepare a concept sheet to submit to the Secretary for approval.

The Board discussed preparing a survey to send to licensees to get feedback on what should be changed, etc.  This item will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
Ms. Edwards reminded Board members to file their financial disclosure statements by April 30, 2015.

Board Counsel’s Report

Ms. Trust reported that the Joint Chairs met on April 9, 2015.  It was reported that the special fund has a surplus of approximately $200,000.  Ms. Trust informed the Board that the firm permit bill affecting the Architects, Land Surveyors, and Landscape Architects’ Boards passed in the legislature.  It will give the Board enforcement authority and require designation of a licensee in responsible charge.
