Agenda
Quorum Announced and Meeting Called to Order—Chairperson
A quorum was announced and the meeting was called to order at 10:05AM by Mr. Charles Riser, Chairman.
Approval of Agenda
Chairman Riser asked for a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Ms. Rachel Allen made a motion, and the motion was seconded by Ms. Valerie Mascaro. The amended agenda was approved.
Approval of March 4, 2019 Minutes
The minutes for the March 4, 2019 meeting were reviewed by the Board.  Mr. Riser requested a motion to approve the minutes. A motion was made by Ms. Valerie Mascaro to approve the minutes with no amendments and seconded by Ms. Rachel Allen. The motion passed.

New Business
School Curriculum-The Institute of Epidermal Services LLC
Mr. Christopher Hawkins stated that the curriculum had previously been reviewed and approved by Ms. Allen. The Board requested Mr. Hawkins to notify the Maryland Higher Education Commission that the curriculum has been approved.
Lash Services
The Board collectively took a moment to review an email sent by a concerned citizen about Lash Services and the hazards of improper application. Lash Extensions are not regulated by the Board. The Board agreed that action needs to be taken, as this issue has come before the Board on previous occasions. Chairman Riser offered two options to begin the process, either redefine Estheticians’ license for an allowance for lash extensions or create a separate license for Lashes entirely. Ms. Allen made a motion for Ms. Mascaro to research Lash Extensions; Mr. Bob Zupko seconded the motion and the motion passed. 
Informal Conference—Apprentice Restart, E. Bathras

An informal conference was held for Ms. Elizabeth Bathras, who requested that she be allowed to restart her esthetician apprenticeship. A review of Ms. Bathras’ license history and an explanation of circumstances causing her to not complete her apprenticeship were discussed.

Chairman Riser asked for a motion to allow Ms. Bathras to restart her apprenticeship, contingent upon her current license expiring in May 2019. Ms. Valerie Mascaro made this motion, and Mr. Zupko seconded. The motion passed.
Old Business
Inspection Report
Ms. Michelle Macer, Licensing Supervisor, noted that there were forty-two (42) new applications received in March and one-hundred thirty-one (131) inspections were conducted. The Board currently has 154 outstanding inspections and seventy-nine (79) of those inspections have been assigned for the month of April.
‘Suite Owner’ Licensing and Regulations 
Chairman Riser advised that Suites owners that do not have independent addresses have to stop advertising themselves and their services as a personal salon, as these actions are not in compliance with the regulations. Chairman Riser indicated he will prepare a Concept Sheet regarding the issue for the next meeting in May.
Modification of Service Animal Regulations

Chairman Riser advised that he will present a concept sheet to modify the service animal regulations at the May meeting.

Assignment of Complaint Committee

Ms. Valerie Mascaro volunteered to represent the Board along with Ms. Nakia Dedmon in May.
