Agenda
Quorum Announced and Meeting Called to Order—Chairperson
A quorum was announced and the meeting was called to order at 10:02 a.m. by Ms. Rachel Allen, Chair.
Approval of Agenda
Chair Allen asked for a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Mr. Charles Riser made a motion to approve the amended agenda by adding a Legislative update to old business. The motion was seconded by Ms. Tammy Ehrbaker and was unanimously approved.
Approval of July 6, 2020 Minutes
The minutes of the June 6, 2020 meeting were reviewed by the Board. The Minutes were revised, as Ms. Sabita Persuad was referred to as a cosmetology member instead of a consumer member.  Chair Allen called for a motion to approve the amended minutes. Ms. Tammy Ehbaker approve the minutes with amendments, seconded by Ms. Nakia Dedmon and the motion unanimously passed.
Old Business
MHEC and MSDE-Distance Learning
Ms. Lewis, Executive Director of the Board, advised that MHEC and MSDE continue to allow for distance learning. The Maryland Board of Cosmetology also approved distance learning. Executive Director Lewis stated that The Maryland Board of Cosmetology does not have jurisdiction over schools. She advised that the Board assists with the approval, but the schools are responsible for teaching their students. She also added that the Board should collaborate with MHEC and that students should not be penalized due to the pandemic. Mr. Charles Riser stated that the Cosmetology Boards in other states have regulations over schools.
Legislative Update
Ms. Lewis advised that the Department was sponsoring a Bill to allow private school students to work in salons after completing 1,000 hours, which is the same requirement for public school students. 
Inspection report
Ms. Nicole Fletcher, Licensing Supervisor, noted that there were 138 new applications received between March 1, 2020-August 3, 2020, and 17 inspections were conducted with 5 inspectors. The Board currently has 12 outstanding inspections and 86 inspections have been assigned for the month of August.
Public Comment
Aiesha Johnson
Ms. Johnson, an Esthetician, requested that the Board consider a  Master Esthetician license. Mr. Eric London, counsel to the Board, advised that any new licensure would need to be approved by the legislature and that the Board did not have the power to create new license classifications. 
Benita Wallace
Ms. Wallace thanked the Board for the legislative update. 
Reushonna Watkins
Ms. Watkins inquired about permanent makeup services. Ms. Erica Lewis advised that the Board does not have jurisdiction over permanent makeup services.
Tiah Kuniken
Ms. Kuniken inquired about micro-blading in salons. The Board advised that this was a prohibited activity under COMAR 09.22.02.03. 
Maxine Dyett
Ms. Dyett inquired about the New Shop Process. Ms. Fletcher stated that she will email her the information to start the new shop process.
Kelly Conner
Ms. Conner stated that she is pleased that inspections are going well during the pandemic.
Monica Wimbush
Ms. Wimbush inquired about COVID contact tracing. Mr. Charles Riser indicated that the local Health Department has to be contacted for local public safety. 
There being no further business for the Board, Chair Allen adjourned the meeting at 11:24 a.m.
