Meeting Called to Order

The meeting was called to order at 10:10 AM by Ms. Sisserman, in the absence of Chair Britt-Cockrum.

Approval of Agenda

Motion (made by Ms. Bunch, seconded by Ms. Lane-Treadwell) to approve the agenda as presented; Motion passed unanimously.

New Business

Lisa Doll, Discussion on Regulating Tattooing Services

Ms. Doll asked the Board to consider regulating tattooing services to protect the public and tattoo artists from blood-borne pathogens and to advance the profession by education and licensing. Following Ms. Doll’s report and answers to Board’s questions, the Board advised Ms. Doll they would discuss her request and advise of a decision.

Tammy Lankford, Del-Mar-Va Beauty Academy – Blood Spill Issue

Ms. Lankford requested to be on the agenda, but did not attend to discuss her concern.

Dana Cohen – Request for Waiver of Examination Requirements

Assistant Executive Director Logan reported on Ms. Dana Cohen’s request for a waiver of the 6 months of work experience. Her New Jersey hours are not equivalent to Maryland’s, and she cannot provide documents to support the experience component for the waiver. Mr. Logan was directed to advise her to deny her request.

Tiffany Jo Boecker – Request for Waiver of Exam Requirement

Assistant Executive Director Logan reported on Ms. Boecker’s request for a waiver of exam.  Her Nebraska exam did not require a practical and is not equivalent to Maryland’s. Mr. Logan was directed to advise Ms. Boecker that the Nebraska exam is not equivalent to Maryland’s and she must pass Maryland’s exam to become licensed.

Old Business

Issue of Blood Spill Procedure-Prometric

It was decided that an Executive Session was needed to discuss the actions taken since the December 2, 2013 Executive Session.  The Executive Session started at 10:31 AM and ended at 10:40 AM.

Monthly Regulation Update

Assistant Executive Director Brian Logan advised the Board that there are no updates to the pending regulations.

Return to Discussion-Lisa Doll Request

Counsel advised that the Board currently does not have authority to regulate tattooing services.  After discussion, the Board declined to move forward to propose new legislation.  Motion (made by Mr. Mazza, seconded by Ms. Roberts) to send a letter to Ms. Doll that the Board did discuss her request and, at this time, advises she would be better served by presenting her concerns to the Maryland Department of Health and Mental Hygiene.  All in favor; Motion passed.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of December 2, 2013

Ms. Bunch asked for a correction to the attendance record; she did not attend the meeting.  Motion (made by Ms. Sisserman, seconded by Ms. Roberts) to approve the minutes as presented with the correction to attendance.  All in favor; Motion passed.
