Agenda
Quorum Announced and Meeting Called to Order—Chairperson
A quorum was announced and the meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Ms. Rachel Allen, Chair.
Approval of Agenda
Chair Allen asked for a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Mr. Charles Riser made a motion, the motion was seconded by Ms. Tammy Ehrbaker and was unanimously approved.
Approval of June 1, 2020 Minutes
The minutes of the June 1, 2020 meeting were reviewed by the Board. A motion was made by Ms. Nakia Dedmon to approve the minutes with amendments, seconded by Mr. Charles Riser and the motion unanimously passed.
New Business
Introduction of New Board Member- Sabita Persaud
The Board of Cosmetology welcomed Ms. Sabita Persaud to the Board. Ms. Persaud advised the Board that she is the Vice-President of Sigma Theta Tau, Inc. American Nurses Association Maryland Nurses Association.  Chair Allen noted that she was very pleased to have Ms. Persaud join the Board. 
Legislative Issue
Mr. Charles Riser stated that once students in private schools reached a certain amount of hours they should be able to work in a salon. Ms. Nakia Dedmon stated that esthetic students should be able to work in a salon after reaching 500 hours. Mr. Eric London, counsel to the Board, stated that legislative change would be required to have those changes implemented. Ms. Lewis indicated that the Board will be moving forward with preparing concept sheets in support of the legislation.
Old Business
Return of Inspectors 
Licensing Supervisor Nicole Fletcher stated that effective July 6, 2020, inspectors will be back in the field and were sent badges this week. 
New Shop Virtual Inspections
Ms. Fletcher also stated that starting the week of July 6 virtual inspections will commence.  Ms. Fletcher indicated that Shop owners will be contacted via Google Meets for their inspections. Ms. Fletcher also advised that the Complaint Committee will meet at the next Board meeting on August 3, 2020. Ms. Erica Lewis, Executive Director, added that inspectors will be working Monday through Friday.
Lash Committee Update (Riser & Allen)- 
Ms. Allen and Mr. Riser volunteered to continue to serve on the Lash Committee. Ms. Allen investigated other state regulations for eyelash services and indicated that in other states, the service falls under the cosmetology and esthetician license. Mr. Riser indicated that he supported lash services to come under a new make-up license,. The Board voted in favor of directing Ms. Lewis to develop a concept sheet in support of a new make-up license that would encompass lash services.  
Nail Committee 
Ms. Dedmon and Ms. Danielle Anderson volunteered to be on the Nail committee. This discussion will be tabled for the next Board meeting on August 3, 2020.
Public Comment
Dion Blackledge 
Ms. Blackledge inquired about a potential eyelash license. She stated that Minnesota and Texas both have eyelash specialist licenses. She further advised that the training requires 320 hours and there is a practical exam.  The Board thanked Ms. Blackledge. 
Maxine Erickson
Ms. Erickson inquired about Maryland developing a Master Esthetician license.  
Deborah Williams 
Ms. Williams asked if apprentices were able to receive online learning and inquiried about a Master Esthetician license.
