Meeting called to order

The meeting was called to order at 10:16 AM by Ms. Britt-Cockrum.

Approval of Agenda
A motion was made by Ms. Trujillo to approve the agenda; Ms. Owens seconded the motion; and the Board voted unanimously to approve.
Minutes

A motion was made by Mr. Mazza, seconded by Ms. Trujillo to approve the meeting minutes for the August 5, 2013 Board meeting, and the Board voted unanimously on the motion.
A motion was made by Ms. Trujillo, seconded by Ms. Owens to approve the Executive Session meeting minutes of the August 5, 2013 Board meeting, and the Board voted unanimously on the motion.
A motion was made by Ms. Bunch, seconded by Ms. Owens to approve the September 9, 2013 Board meeting minutes and the Board voted unanimously on the motion.
Executive Session 
A motion was made by Ms. Roberts, seconded by Ms. Trujillo to go into Executive Session at 10:35 AM, to seek legal advice in regard to testing procedures with the testing company, and the Board voted unanimously to approve the motion. 
A motion was made by Ms. Bunch, seconded by Ms. Trujillo to come out of Executive Session at 12:01, and the Board voted unanimously to approve the motion. 

New Business

Denise Bloomfield- Waiver of the Examination Requirement
Mrs. Denise Bloomfield, a military spouse who purports to have held a cosmetologist’s license in Hawaii and California, appeared at today’s meeting to request a waiver of the examination requirement through endorsement. Ms. Bloomfield explained that the original state in which she obtained her license, Hawaii, only requires a theory examination and no practical examination. Although the recent passage of the veteran’s Full Employment Act grants Ms. Bloomfield a temporary license until she qualifies for licensure in Maryland, Ms. Bloomfield would like to have the Board waive the requirement for her to take the practical examination. After careful deliberations, a motion was made by Mr. Mazza, seconded By Ms. Trujillo to grant Ms. Bloomfield a temporary license for 6 months but noting that she must take the Maryland practical examination during that time to qualify for the waiver of the examination requirement, and the Board voted unanimously to approve the motion.
Geneva Coleman- Appeal Failing Blood Spill Procedure
Ms. Geneva Coleman, a nail technician candidate, appeared at today’s Board meeting seeking an appeal on her failing the nail technician’s practical examination. Ms. Coleman advised that, although her failure was a result of not passing the critical blood spill procedure, the rater at the testing facility would not advise her exactly what out of the 7 steps in the blood spill procedure she failed to accomplish. After some deliberations, the Board directed that it staff request from Prometric, the means to view the video of Ms. Coleman taking the examination as well as having the rater from the testing facility where Ms. Coleman took the examination appear at the Board’s next Board meeting.
Bridget Lewis-Appeal of Test Results
Ms. Bridget Lewis, a cosmetologist instructor with The Dorchester Career and Technology Center in Cambridge, appeared at today’s Board meeting to appeal the test results of a student who took the cosmetologists examination. Ms. Lewis explained that her student had taken the practical examination 3 times and failed the blood spill on each resulting in failing the entire examination. The student advised Ms. Lewis that on the last examination she was advised by the rater that she failed because she did not have a tool to disinfect. Ms. Lewis advised that the list of items needed in the candidate information bulletin does not require such an item. After much deliberation the Board advised Ms. Lewis that they are in the process of addressing the blood spill portion of the exam with Prometric and one of the recommendations was to amend the CIB with all instruments needed for the blood spill option. The Board advised that they would be readdressing this issue at its December 2nd Board meeting to resolve her concerns. The Board also noted that the student could file an appeal with Promertic and/or request Promertic to provide the rater scan to get a clear description of what has caused the student to fail that portion of the exam.
Michelle Carter- Request Waiver of Late Fee
Michelle Carter, a licensed cosmetologist, petitioned the Board for a waiver of the late fee regarding the renewal of her license.  After the Board reviewed Ms. Carter’s documents, the request for a waiver of the late fee was denied.

Bridgette Burton- Request Waiver of examination

Ms. Bridgette Burton, a cosmetologist, petitioned the Board to reinstate her license which had expired in 2003. Noting that Ms. Burton’s cosmetologist license has been expired for more than five years, the Board concluded that it has no discretion in waiving the requirements that Ms. Burton must pass the Board’s theory and practical examinations before her cosmetologist license may be reinstated (BOP Art., §5-312(b)).
Old Business
Monthly Regulation Update

Assistant Executive Director Brian Logan advised the Board that there have been no new updates of the regulations

Brittney Jenkins – 2nd Request Crediting Apprentice Training

Ms. Brittney Jenkins, who at one time was registered as a beauty culture apprentice, submitted a second request to the Board requesting credit for training that had not been received by the Board’s staff.  After holding a lengthy discussion, the Board, while sympathetic to Ms. Jenkins’s predicament, noted as per their previous decision that it would not credit any training months past 90 days.
Recognition of Service
The Board was advised that Board Member Ellen Trujillo, whose term had expired, shall be replaced. The Board thanked Ms. Trujillo for her years of service as a Board Member to the Citizens of Maryland.
The Board was further advised that its counsel, Senior Assistant Attorney General Bruce Spizler will be retiring on December 1, 2013. The Board thanked Mr. Spizler to his 43 years of service to the State, with 25 of those years as serving for counsel to the Board of Cosmetologists.

The Board was also advised that Executive Director Robert Wood will be retiring on December 1, 2013. The Board thanked Mr. Wood for his 6 years of service to the State and as the Executive Director for the Board of Cosmetologists.

Adjournment

There being no further business, a motion was made by Mr. Mazza to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Ms. Trujillo; and the meeting was adjourned at 2:31 PM.
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
