Agenda
Quorum Announced and Meeting Called to Order—Chairperson
A quorum was announced and the meeting was called to order at 10:08 AM by Ms. Rachel Allen, Acting Chair.
Approval of Agenda
Ms. Rachel Allen, asked for a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Ms. Valerie Mascaro made this motion, and the motion was seconded by Mr. Riser. The amended agenda was approved.
Approval of October 1 , 2018 Minutes
The minutes for the September 24, 2018 meeting were reviewed by the Board.  No corrections were noted. Ms. Allen requested a motion to approve the minutes. A motion was made by Mr. Charles Riser to approve the minutes with no amendments and seconded by Ms.  Mascaro. The motion passed.

New Business
Informal Conference—Apprentice Restart, S. Haynes
An informal conference was not held for Ms. S. Hayes, who had requested that she be allowed to restart her nail technician apprenticeship, due to her absence.
Licensing Policy Consortium
Victoria Wilkins, Commissioner, Division of Occupational and Professional Licensing, spoke with the board regarding the occupational licensing policy learning consortium. Ms. Wilkins explained the objective of the licensing consortium is to help create jobs and assist individuals in becoming productive members of society. Targeted populations include immigrants with work authorizations, individuals with criminal records, low income individuals, unemployed/dislocated workers, veterans and their spouses. The licensing consortium is focusing on Barbers, Cosmetology, HVAC contractors, Plumbers and Real Estate Agents.The core team consists of ten (10) individuals representing DLLR, Board members, the Governor’s office, Legislature and targeted populations.    The home team meets several times a year and consist of twenty-five (25) individuals representing similar staff as the core team.  The home team subcommittees consist of business, community relations, data and research, and identifying barriers.  The subcommittees met over the summer. The group recommendations include, but are not limited to, allowing interpreters for theory exams, investigating  use of practical exams and removal of backflow prevention device testing training. The board thanked Ms. Wilkins for her presentation and expressed interest in future updates.
Hairstylist Bridge Program
Ms. Erica Lewis, Acting Executive Director, inquired if the board would be interested in implementing a bridge program very similar to the barber stylist license.  Mr. Riser advised that he is open to the idea and also believes the blow dry stylist license should have a bridge program as well. Ms. Allen stated she would take the lead on developing a curriculum. 
Suite Style Salons
Mr. Charles Riser provided an update  of the Salon Style Suites discussion. Mr. Riser noted that the topic of Salon Style Suites was discussed at numerous Board meetings, but no regulatory action was taken.   Mr. Riser suggested that the Board needs to enforce its regulations by notifying these businesses they have to stop marketing and advertising themselves as salons or the board needs to change the regulations to allow them to exist, so long as they seek to ensure they meet full salon licensure standards. The board agreed the outcome is not to eliminate salon suites, however, regulations must be enforced.  Mr. Riser agreed to examine the issues  and brief Ms. Lewis with an update. The Board indicated that Salon Style Suites would be an agenda item at the next Board meeting.
Old Business
Inspection Report
Ms. Michelle Macer, Licensing Supervisor, said that she was pleased to announce that five additional per diem inspectors are working out well and performing  inspections.  Ms. Macer noted that the Board currently has 78  inspections that were recently  assigned. 
Public Comment
Nakia Dedmon
Ms. Dedmon, a licensed esthetician and nail Technician in the State of Maryland, came before the Board with both suggestions and concerns. She said that estheticians in Maryland should be provided training so that they can offer services, such as chemical peels. Mr. Riser gave a breakdown of statues and regulations  that would require changing and suggested that Ms. Dedmon contact her local legislator to further explore her suggestions as previously stated at the October’s board meeting.
Mumbi Thande-Kamiru
Ms. Thande-Kamiru expressed her concern with how the hair stylist bridge program hours would be allocated. Mr. Riser advised not all schools will grant hours yet, Maryland Higher Education will approve the curriculum with the board and recommendations will be suggested to private schools.
Kelly Conner
Ms. Conner inquired if the board could provide her with an update on the previously discussed topic, Wedding Events. The board advised Ms. Conner the topic has been tabled until 2019. Ms. Conner requested for a study guide to use when preparing for the senior exam. The board referred her to the testing vendors website. 
Rachel Christy
Ms. Christy, a licensed esthetician, came before the board suggesting the board allow licensees the option to become a Master esthetician like some of our neighboring states. Mr. Riser explained to Ms. Chisty the board does create the regulations, however, if she contacted her local representative she could receive assistance with exploring her idea.
Adjournment
There being no further business to discuss or to present before the Board, Ms. Ms. Rachel Allen asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Charles Riser made this motion, and it was seconded by Mr. Bob Zupko. The motion passed, and the meeting was adjourned at 12:50 PM.
