Meeting Called to Order

The meeting was called to order at 10:20 a.m. by Ms. Britt-Cockrum.

Approval of Agenda

A motion was made by Ms. Sisserman to approve the agenda with changes; moving old business #1 to new business, Ms. Bunch seconded the motion, and the Board voted unanimously to approve.

Approval of Minutes

A motion was made by Ms. Bunch to approve the minutes of the August 3, 2015 Board meeting with no amendments, Ms. Lane-Treadwell seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously to approve.
New Business

1) Angela House
Inquired what the licensing requirements were for offering Reiki/Detox Body Wrap. A conference call was placed to Ms. House initiated by the board.  Assistant Attorney General, Susan Cherry advised Mr. Eric London who researched from other neighboring states such as Virginia who offer Detox Body Wraps; an Esthetician or a Cosmetology license is required. Ms. Cherry read from COMAR 5-308 09-22-01-08b explaining the scope of an esthetician license. After discussing in detail on the subject of client protection, application method as well of sanitation measures the board unanimously agreed the law and regulations require licensure to perform Body Wraps due to skin contact, solutions applied to the skin through the wrap. Commissioner Victoria Wilkins was present for the Board's discussion with Ms. House at the meeting and she viewed the videos of the body wrap procedures and the Board's statutes and regulations. According to AAG Susan Cherry, who was also present at the meeting, the Commissioner was consulted about the body wrap issue after the Board meeting and the Commissioner advised based on her review of the applicable statute and regulation and the body wrap procedure depicted in the videos and as described by the applicant, required a license from the Board since it involved contact with the skin and the application of products to the skin as part of the service performed. An individual providing the service would need training in skin analysis, skin product review and sanitation procedures, the Board unanimously concluded in order to provide the service in question one would be required to have a license in the State of Maryland.
2) Hair Styling Curriculum-MSDE/MHEC 
Mr. Dean Kendall and Dr Lynne Gilli both expressed concerns with offering the limited license in an educational setting. The license disqualifies school from offering a bridge program.  Chairperson Britt-Cockrum stated a bridge program will be difficult to now offer, the law stands as it is and the hair styling license is designed to be limited in its scope. Ms. Sisserman suggested both Mr. Kendall and Dr. Gilli should go to their local legislators as a possible solution for any needed changes in the law. Mr. Kendall expressed hesitation in promoting the limited license and would need assistance from the board with creating a disclosure letter to offer students. The board agreed to assist. 
3) Shawntay Johnson

Ms. Johnson came before the board with an interest in operating a nail school in the State of Maryland which would also offer hybrid learning. Ms. Johnson advised her curriculum was presented to the Department of Higher Education and was approved. Ms. Johnson also referred to the State of Virginia who currently offers a similar program. After lengthy discussion regarding live hours and the capability of completing assessments the board unanimously agreed they needed more time before they could vote on this topic. The board will resume this discussion on November 2, 2015 at the next board meeting. 

4) Leah Leon

Ms. Leon is a Cosmetologist living in the State of Maryland who has a valid Florida Cosmetology license. Ms. Leon came before the board appealing the notice she was given to sit for the exam. Ms. Leon suggested her work experience should compensate for the practical exam which was not taken in the State of Florida, as it is not a requirement. Ms. Cherry referred to COMAR 5-308; Ms. Leon must take both the theory and practical exam in order to obtain a license in the State of Maryland.
5) Karyn Hudson 08 - 71920
Ms. Hudson Cosmetologist license expired in 2010. She came before the board requesting an exemption in taking the exam. Ms. Cherry read from COMAN 5-312b, the law requires the licensee to take the exam and pass in order to renew their license after five years have passed. 
6) Calendar for year 2016

The board went through the calendar for the year of 2016, talking over anY potential conflicts with upcoming board meeting dates. The board agreed to potentially have two meetings in the month of June (6th & 27th) in exchange for July 4th scheduled date, since it falls on an observed holiday. 

7) Carmel Owens

Ms. Owens placed a resignation on December 1, 2014.
