Agenda
Quorum Announced and Meeting Called to Order—Chairperson
A quorum was announced and the meeting was called to order at 10:06 AM by Ms. Valerie Mascaro, Acting Chair.
Approval of Agenda
Ms. Valerie Mascaro asked for a motion to approve the amended agenda. Ms. Allen made this motion, and the motion was seconded by Mr.Riser. The amended agenda was approved.
Approval of September 24, 2018 Minutes
The minutes for the September 24, 2018 minutes were reviewed by the Board.
No corrections were noted. Ms. Valerie Mascaro requested a motion to approve these minutes with no amendments.. A motion was made by Ms. Allen to approve the minutes with no amendments and seconded by Mr. Zupko. The motion passed.

New Business
Informal Conference—Apprentice Restart, M. Robinson
An informal conference was held for Ms. M. Robinson, who requested that she be allowed to restart her nail technician apprenticeship. Mr. Bob Zupko advised it was not needed for him to recuse himself  from the discussion. A review of Ms.Robinson license history and an explanation of circumstances causing her to not complete her apprenticeship were discussed.
Ms. Valerie Mascaro asked for a motion to allow Ms. Robinson to restart her apprenticeship, contingent upon her sponsor and herself attending an apprenticeship workshop. Ms. Rachel Allen made this motion, and Mr.Riser seconded. The motion passed.
Complaint Committee Assignment
Ms. Valerie Mascaro and Mr. Bob Zupko volunteered to sit on the complaint committee for December’s board meeting.
Glycolic acid and chemical exfoliation services. 
The Board from received an inquiry from Massage Envy requesting for clarity on the definition of a chemical peel. Mr. Eric London, Assistant Attorney General, read Business Occupations and Professions Article [image: image3.png]


5-101(I), Annotated Code of Maryland providing estheic services. The board emphasized that an esthetician can contact the skin limited to beautification, cleansing, and embellishment of the skin during the application and removal of skin care product. Mr. London explained that both glycolic acid and chemical peels are unauthorized services as defined in COMAR 09.22.01.15(d). The Board agreed that any level glycolic acid whether over the counter or commercial use is prohibited.In addition, the Board noted that while Massage Envy was asking about using an alternate ingredient for their chemical peel, ALL chemical peels are prohibited no matter what the exfoliating chemical.”
Suite Style Salons
Mr. Charles Riser provided history of Salon Suite discussions which dated back to 2010. Mr. Riser suggested that current regulations are not modernize and  reflect an industry from 30 years ago. Mr. Zupko explained that Salon Style Suites are a new business model, a new industry within our new industry and recommended creating regulation to reflect the change. Mr. Riser stated that,” At one point, a board voted to alter a specific regulation to allow the individual suites to be licensed as independent salons. Since that time this continues to be an active dialog by newer boards yet the regulations remain the same. We either need to enforce our regulations by notifying these businesses they have to stop marketing and advertising themselves as salons orchange regulation to allow them to exist so long as they seek to ensure they meet full salon licensure standards.
In addition the board noted that existing regulations were written to specifically regulate home salons vs. single store salons and the industry has changed and new business models are now in place, so perhaps we expand the scope of the regulation to ensure that these new styles of salons are properly regulated.” Ms. Erica Lewis, Acting Executive Director advised the Board that regulations would need to be altered to reflect the Board’s concern. Mr. London read COMAR 09.22.02.01(b) ( c) and (d). Ms. Lewis explained that an economic and small business impact statement would need to be developed based on findings discovered from speaking with stakeholders, Mr. Riser advised the Board that he would work  on that aspect and brief Ms. Lewis with an update. The Board will discuss Salon Style Suites at the next upcoming meeting.
Sunset Review
Ms. Erica Lewis, Acting Executive Director, informed the Board that the Board of Barbers and Board of Cosmetologists had been selected for a sunset review. She said that this was her first time experiencing such a review, and while she was confident that the Board would be fine, she might be reaching out to the Board President and various Board members during the process. She said that at the moment she was reviewing the website to ensure that it was up to date, and setting up manuals to streamline procedures. She said that she would keep the Board abreast of any developments. 
Old Business
Inspection Report
Ms. Erica Lewis, Acting Executive Director, said that she was pleased to announce that the Board that five additional per diem inspectors have completed training and are out inspecting.  Currently, we have 100 outstanding inspections to be assigned, however, in the month of June that number was 197 at the beginning of the month. 
Vote for final approval of COMAR 09.22.01.12
Mr. Eric London, Assistant Attorney General, advised the Board These regulations were published in the Maryland Register on July 20, at which point a public comment period of 45 days was opened. During the 45 day timeframe no public comments were presented. These regulations were now ready to be voted upon by the Board for final approval.
The Board reviewed COMAR 09.22.01.12, which related to fee changes due to special funding. Ms. Mascaro asked for a motion to give the Board’s final approval of COMAR 09.22.01.12. Ms. Allen made this motion, and Mr. Riser seconded. The motion passed.
Wedding Event Services 
Ms. Lewis stated there has been a recent discussion surrounding wedding event services. Concierge services off-site in the State of Maryland are not allowed. Mr. Riser expressed his concern with the growing amount of individuals using their car as unlicensed mobile salons. Mr. Riser suggested individuals interested in performing wedding services consider renting a booth from a brick and mortar. Mr. London proposed the Board make regulatory changes or compare other state’s models. Mr. Riser made a motion to table wedding event services until  progression is made with Salon Style Suites, and it was seconded by Ms. Allen. The motion passed.

Public Comment
Nakia Dedmon
Ms. Dedmon, a licensed esthetician and nail Technician in the State of Maryland came before the board with both suggestions and valid concerns. Ms. Dedmon advised the Board it lack representation from the nail and esthetics industry, interest to join the Board as an industry member. She said that estheticians in Maryland should be provided training so that they can offer or and provide services such as chemical peels. Ms. Dedmon inquired if the Board has discussed an advance license such as Master Esthetician and the Board advised no. Mr. Riser gave a breakdown of statues that would require changing and suggested that Ms. Dedmon contact her local legislator to further explore her suggestion.
Adjournment
There being no further business to discuss or to present before the Board, Ms. Valerie Mascaro asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Rachel Allen  made this motion, and it was seconded by Mr. Charles Riser. The motion passed, and the meeting was adjourned at 11:48 PM.
