Agenda
Quorum Announced and Meeting Called to Order—Chairperson
A quorum was announced and the meeting was called to order at 10:02 AM by Mr. Charles Riser, Chairman.
Approval of Agenda
Chairman Riser asked for a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Ms. Rachel Allen made a motion, and the motion was seconded by Ms. Tammy Ehrbaker. The amended agenda was approved.
Approval of August 5, 2019 Minutes

The minutes for the August 5, 2019 meeting were reviewed by the Board. A motion was made by Ms. Allen to approve the minutes with amendments and seconded by Ms. Ehrbaker. The motion unanimously passed.
New Business
Informal Conferences- Apprenticeship restart

Ms. Mai Nguyen petitioned the Board to restart her Nail Technician apprenticeship. She advised the Board that after she acquired her apprentice license, she believes that her sponsor failed to report her monthly reports online. Chairman Riser asked for a motion to approve her restart contingent upon Ms. Nguyen, her sponsor, and a translator attending the apprentice workshop. Ms. Allen made a motion and Ms. Ehrbaker seconded, the motion unanimously passed.

Mr. Hao Nguyen petitioned the Board to restart his Nail Technician apprenticeship. He advised the Board that he did not finish the program as he and his sponsor did not realize the system changed and that accounts for the missing monthly reports. Mr. Riser advised that should Mr. Nguyen receive the apprenticeship restart; it will be mandatory to attend the apprenticeship workshop class. Chairman Riser asked for a motion to approve Mr. Nguyen to restart the Nail Technician apprenticeship program. Ms. Allen made a motion and Ms. Ehrbaker seconded, the motion unanimously passed.

Ms. Thao Bui petitioned the Board to restart her Nail Technician apprenticeship. She advised the Board that shortly after her receiving her apprentice license, she discovered that she was pregnant and she could not finish the program. Upon her restart of the program, she will be required to attend the apprentice workshop class. Chairman Riser asked for a motion to approve Mr. Nguyen to restart the Nail Technician apprenticeship program. Ms. Allen made a motion and Ms. Ehrbaker seconded, the motion unanimously passed.
Ms. Allison Harper petitioned the Board to restart her Nail Technician apprenticeship. She advised the Board that shortly after her receiving her apprentice license, she worked consistently for five months and then employment at that salon stopped. She advised that she is now working at another salon and would like to restart the program with the goal of obtaining a nail technician license. Chairman Riser asked for a motion to approve Ms. Harper to restart the Nail Technician apprenticeship program. Ms. Anderson made a motion and Ms. Allen seconded, the motion unanimously passed. Ms. Harper is not required to attend the apprentice orientation class, as she attended the class less than two years ago.
Ms. Hong Ngoc Truong petitioned the Board to restart her Nail Technician apprenticeship. She advised the Board that in 2005, she was simultaneously a full-time college student. The demands for her studies and time were conflicting, therefore forcing her to forfeit her apprentice license. She advised that she would like to restart her apprenticeship. Chairman Riser asked for a motion to approve Ms. Truong to restart the Nail Technician apprenticeship program contingent upon her attending the apprentice workshop. Ms. Allen made a motion and Ms. Anderson seconded, the motion unanimously passed.
Licensing Consortium Update
On Sept. 11-13, 2019, the National Conference of State Legislatures hosted its annual occupational licensing meeting in Park City, Utah. This meeting was designed specifically for state teams from the 16 occupational licensing consortium states to hear from experts in the areas of occupational regulation and workforce development. While in Park City, states developed their action plans to reduce barriers to licensure and connected with other state teams to share best practices and exchange ideas
Hairstylist Bridge Program
If a Hairstylist licensee has decided they want to get a full Cosmetologist license, the Bridge program would allow that individual to sit for the Cosmetology exam. Executive Director Lewis explained that once a curriculum is completed, the curriculum will be reviewed by Commissioner Wilkins and then delivered to PSI, the testing vendor. Chairman Riser asked for a motion for Executive Director Lewis to move the curriculum through the proper channels. Ms. Ehrbaker made a motion and Ms. Danielle Anderson seconded, the motion passed.
Curriculum Approval

Mr. Christopher Hawkins advised that two schools sought Curriculum Approval from the Board of Cosmetology. Fortis Institute that educates estheticians and Fernanda Beauty Bar Academy that educates nail technicians and estheticians. Both school curriculums were approved and sent to the Maryland Higher Education Commission.
Board of Ethics Training
Executive Director Lewis advised the Board that she believes the Board will benefit from an Ethics training to refresh the veteran members of the Board as well as introduction for the new members of the Board. 
ADA Update 

Executive Director Lewis drafted a concept sheet. She advised the Board that the update should be presented to legal within the week and by 2020 the regulations will be amended.
Old Business
Lash Services
Since the last meeting, the Board indicated its desire to regulate eyelash extensions in Maryland. The Board indicated there was no need for a new license, but indicated a certification requirement should be implemented. Director Lewis advised that in her research she found that 20 other states have a mandatory eyelash certification. Chairman Riser introduced the idea of a grandfather clause in the eyelash certification. Ms. Allen expressed her concern about protecting the public. Ms. Allen and Ms. Berthel Tate volunteered to continue with extensive research to bring to the next meeting in November.
Inspection Report

Ms. Michelle Macer, Licensing Supervisor, noted that there were 58 new applications received in September and 140 inspections were conducted. The Board currently has 68 outstanding inspections and 73 inspections have been assigned for the month of October.
Public Comment
Alberta Fisher
Ms. Fisher, a licensed cosmetologist and barber, inquired about Continuing education courses. Ms. Fisher also advised about unsanitary conditions.  Ms. Macer suggested the Ms. Fisher file a complaint with the Board when she observes unsanitary services being provided.
Adjournment
There being no further business to discuss or to present before the Board, Chairman Riser asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Allen made this motion, and it was seconded by Ms. Ehrbaker. The motion unanimously passed, and the meeting was adjourned at 11:20 AM.
