Meeting called to order

The meeting was called to order at 10:16 AM by Ms. Britt-Cockrum.

Approval of Agenda
A motion was made by Ms. Sisserman to approve the agenda; Ms. Owens seconded the motion; and the Board voted unanimously to approve.
Minutes

The meeting minutes for the August 5, 2013 Board meeting was tabled for the next Board meeting.
The Executive Session meeting minutes of the August 5, 2013 Board meeting was tabled for the next Board meeting.
New Business

Meeting with Secretary Leonard Howie
Board Chairman Ms. Britt-Cockrum advised the board about the meeting that she had on August 6th with Members of the Barber Board and Leonard Howie, III, Secretary of the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation. Ms. Britt-Cockrum advised that the barber Board President Mr. Lawrence Avara initially requested the meeting and contacted Ms. Britt-Cockrum, through the Board’s office staff, to attend. The meeting was in regard to the lack of staffing, shortage of funding for the inspection program and that the situation with the Board’s Office has reached a crisis with only 3 persons running the office. Ms. Britt- Cockrum further advised that the attendees at the meeting discussed the last Sunset review and the recommendation that both Boards should be Special Funded.  Mrs. Britt-Cockrum noted that there has been neither movement nor follow up from the Administration since the meeting.
Formal Hearing COSM 120204 April Sims- d/b/a Diva Styles
A formal Hearing was held for April Sims who submitted an Application for an Apprenticeship Beauty Culture Registration and a full service beauty salon owner’s permit. The hearing was held in regard to the Board’s records which revealed that she had been cited for practicing with a fraudulent senior cosmetologist’s license. Ms. Sims appeared in absence of an attorney and waived her right there to. Assistant Attorney General Hope Sachs was the Presenter of Evidence.  Testimony and evidence revealed that Ms. Sims: fraudulently and deceptively obtained a Senior Cosmetologists license; deceptively used a counterfeit and fraudulent Senior Cosmetologists license; and engaged in dishonest, unethical, immoral and unprofessional conduct. After reviewing the evidence and conducting its deliberations, the Board ordered that: Ms. Sims pay a fine in the amount of $1,000.00; the application of Ms. Sims Apprentice Beauty Culture Registration and the application for a beauty salon owner’s permit be denied; and that the Board shall not consider any future applications for apprentice registration for a period of 6 months and shall not consider any future applications for a salon owner’s permit for 2 years.
